Art Critique: Guiding Questions

1. What is your first reaction to this piece?

2. How was this work created?

3. Describe what you see (actions, location, etc.)

4. Choose an element or principle and describe how the artist used it.

5. List possible reasons why the artist chose to do this work.

6. What do you like and/or dislike about the work?

7. Questions for the artist?

8. Other comments about the work?

Extensions:

1. Use this work as an inspiration for a story, poem, song, etc.

2. Draw/paint what happens next…

3. Be an art critic for a newspaper or magazine and write a critique.

4. Re-draw/paint work from a different viewpoint.

5. Create a 3D version of the work.

6. Redo the work with a new colour scheme (e.g., cool to warm colours).

7. Put yourself in the work.

8. Use the work as a base for an advertisement (e.g., add text)

9. Use work for an artist of the month display (e.g., research artist)

10. Re-draw/paint work using style of a different artist.
