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Description Rationale
This course focuses on the refinement of students’ skills and knowledge in visual arts. Students will analyze art forms; use theories of art in analyzing and producing art; and increase their understanding of stylistic changes in modern and contemporary Western art, Canadian (including Native Canadian) art, and art forms from various parts of the world. Students will produce a body of work demonstrating a personal approach. This course will specifically deal with Painting, as students explore Watercolor, Acrylic, and Oil techniques through hands on studio approach.
Prerequisite: Visual Arts, Grade 11, University/ College Preparation or Open

Culminating Activity: Students use skills and techniques developed to create a large 20x30 inch watercolour based on personal photos of landscapes.

	Unit Hook: Oil Pastels drawings with thinner. Experimentation. 

*Care of brushes and supplies.

*Learning qualities and techniques of oil painting.

*Linseed oil and knife techniques.

*Study Impressionism and create a still life in the style of Impressionism. One with brushes and one with knives.
Culminating Activity: Create a still life on canvas using proper oil techniques, brush and knife applications. 
*Test on new terms and Oil techniques.

	Mixed Medium
	Unit Hook: Trip to modern art museum to view Mixed Medium pieces, in regard to paintings.

*Study Abstract painting and create an Abstract work using a variety of medium. 

*Group study of modern art/critique of modern art. 
*Students study and create Collage art.
*Students are given random pieces of found objects to create art.

*Study Pop art and create Warhol replicas.

*Influence of technology on painting. 

Culminating Activity: Create Mixed Medium piece that integrates technology or Abstraction. Medium is the student’s choice, but must include some form of painting.

*Test on new terms, overview of Modern art and its influences. 
Portfolio preparation and seminars on Visual arts in Post Secondary and the work world.
