	b) Teaching Strategies                                             (15 mins)
Have students do a KWL chart in regards to Pop Art & Andy Warhol.  Students are to work in pairs.  Take up with the class.
Pop art is short for “Popular art”.  A visual art movement emerged in the mid 50s in Britain, and parallel in the late 50s in the United states.  The name pop art derived from Laurence Alloway, in his essay.  Pop Art is also known as popular mass culture, a major movement of 20th century.
Pop Art is characterized by themes and techniques drawn from popular mass culture such as, advertising and comic books. 
                                                                                      (15 mins)
Tell the students “these are some examples of Pop Art:”
1. Jasper Johns.  The Flag (1954)

· J.J. enjoyed drawing viewers attention to the common world (things he called seen but not looked at)

· He did a series of paintings of flags, numbers and alphabets
2. Roy Lichtenstein.  Hopeless (1963)

· Took images from comic strips and immortalized the image in a monumental scale

· This particular piece is almost 4 feet by 4 feet

· Uses the visual words from the comic – for the 1st time words are used as art

3. Robert Rauschenberg.  The Canyon (1955)

· “Combines” – mix of painted passages with sculptural elements
· Used news images and images from the city in his art
· Used things from everyday life and incorporated it into art

4. Andy Warhol.  Green Coca-Cola bottles. (1962)

· Icon of mass produced consumer culture of that time

(10 Mins)                                                             

Ask the students to brainstorm as a class objects of today’s consumer culture
Ex. Red Bull, I-Pods, Cell phones, Tim Hortons, Water Bottles, PS3,

laptops, blue tooth,

Encourage students to think of food items 

-Kraft Dinner, Chef Boyardees, Campbell’s soups, 

Write them on the blackboard as students are brainstorming

After brainstorming, continue showing the last two slides

5. Andy Warhol.  100 Cans. (1962)

· He took a popular consumer product and repeated it 100 times 
6. Andy Warhol.  Shot Red Marilyn.  (1964)
· “Along with Marilyn Andy created images of other celebrities.”
(15 mins)
“Andy Warhol (1928-87) was the most famous Pop Artist of all time. He was born in Pittsburgh and became very ill as a child. This experience became very important in the development of his personality and art. He began his career as a commercial artist making advertisements and enjoyed a lot of success during the 1950s. In the 1960s he started to make paintings and 3D works using familiar consumer images such as Brillo, Coca-Cola, and Campbell’s soup cans. These were his claims to fame.” 
“Intrigued by the consumer world and mass production and their relationship with art, he began using silk screening to make his pictures. Glamour and fame soon became his central themes and he produced several works featuring famous people such as Marilyn Monroe and Elvis Presley.”
(15 mins)
Definition: “Consumerism is the equating of personal happiness with the purchasing of material possessions and consumption.  It is often associated with criticisms of consumption starting with Karl Marx.”  

“On one hand, Warhol adored the democratization of goods in America, and on the other hand he was frustrated with the lack of creativity and originality in American society.”
“How he portrayed his works of art as far as alterations and displaying them went was actually more important to him than consumer culture of the product.  By doing this he appealed to higher principles of Art.  He often used repetition.  He left the isle behind and made silk-screening the way to go.”


	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning
Ask the class for  examples in today’s popular culture that could be considered Art.

	c) Application / Reaction:  (Day 3 & 4)
· Put Red Bull exemplar up at the front of the class.  

· Students should choose an image representing consumerism or popular culture and draw it on each of their four sheets of paper.  (They can trace them if they want.)  

· Each of the four drawings should be painted in a different colour scheme.  

· The four paintings should then be mounted on one larger piece of paper.
· Each student will briefly present their images, explaining how their images tie into consumerism.


	5. Assessment

	· Checklist to assess if they have chosen their image appropriately and if they have utilized the elements and principles of design.

· Anecdotal assessment to assess each student’s brief presentation of their images and how they tie in consumerism and their work.
· If it is a major project, assess students with a rubric.
