	1. Expectations

	a) Expectations:

– demonstrate the ability to solve artistic problems and make creative choices when completing artworks that reflect their concerns
more specifically: students will learn about Warhol and his work and use this knowledge to create an original Warhol inspired piece


	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
- students require some research skills in order to find an image of a celebrity (either online or from a print source such as a magazine)
- students are familiar with the art supplies/ tools of paint, glue, construction paper, canvas, paint brushes and etc. 

- students are aware of the rules that are used when painting (such as use warm water, clean your brushes, leave the room in the same or better condition than you found it in, etc.)

- students are familiar with the steps of the design process (i.e. specification, research, experimentation, revisions, etc.)


	b) Learning Environment:
- students must clean-up any mess that they have created throughout the creation process 
- no mess will be tolerated

- newspaper must be placed on each desk and cover the entire top of the desk, masking tape can be used to tape down the corners of the paper if necessary
- some students will wear smocks or old shirts (this is suggested)
- all artwork that is present in the art room that may be damaged (ex: a painting) must be put away in a safe spot before starting this project

- water cans/tins

	a) Introduction
(3 minutes)
- celebrity gossip


	a) Teaching Strategies
- to engage the students in the task at hand as a class we will discuss some of the latest celebrity gossip

- this not only have students wondering why a teacher would be using class time to discuss such events, but it will have the students thinking about the concepts of celebrities, popular culture and the media driven atmosphere that we live in and Warhol studied and helped to create
- the teacher will mention the ideas of Ben dating Jennifer, Brad dating Angelina, Katy marrying Tom, Britney Spears’ rise and fall and etc.

- the conversation will end on the topic of Anna Nicole Smiths’ death (which will later become relevant in this lesson)



	b) Establishing the Learning
(20 minutes)
- discovering Andy Warhol

- Warhol as an artist
- his supplies and “reproducibility”
- Warhol’s goal

	a) Teaching Strategies

- the teacher will begin by telling the class about this “cool” artist – Andy Warhol 

- Warhol was drawn to the world of Hollywood, celebrity and fashion

- this interest developed as a child when he developed a collection of autographed celebrity photographs

- Andy also bought and read teen magazines and tabloids and did his best to stay current with pop culture (even into his adulthood)

- this interest carried into his adulthood
- he used his interest in pop culture to inspire his artwork and created iconic paintings of megastars such as Elvis Presley, Marilyn Monroe and Elizabeth Taylor
- he often took pictures of, or used pictures of celebrities to make his art (example: show Marilyn Monroe)

- Warhol also used objects (example: show Campbell’s soup cans

- Warhol appropriated images for his portraits from magazines, newspapers, or directly from publicity photographs.
- Warhol often used silk screens and acrylic mediums in his work
- called “photographic silkscreen”

- this method of printing creates a precise and clear image and lets the artist mass produce a large number of prints with ease
- these materials demonstrate the idea of a Hollywood “fabrication”

- or a product made for mass consumption, or that is done over and over again
- as this method allows Warhol to make images of celebrities that themselves were mass produced (example: Elvis Presley existed as both a star and as album covers, movie screens, newspapers, magazines and etc. -> he was “reproducible”

- Warhol’s commercial product-label treatment is matched by exaggerated artifice of form and content (artifice= pretence, or deception using cleverness or subtlety)

- for instance, Marilyn’s hair is a severe yellow colour (not like normal hair), the hairline is almost heart shaped, the red of her lips is exaggerated and extreme
- by doing this, Warhol presents the star as a 2D commodity (just as the celebrities adorers want)
- it seems that he is giving an ironic salute to a culture that can dehumanize its heroes

- at times ignoring their frailties (example: Lady Diana or Marilyn Monroe)

- or even denying their mortality (example, Anna Nicole Smith)


	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning:
(10 minutes)
- the teacher will ask the follow questions to check for understanding

· Warhol often used images from the media, what mass media images do you see reoccurring on television, magazines and etc?

· What effect is there to us (as a culture) due to these repeating images?
· Contrast and compare the aspects of the portraits (for instance, Warhol’s use of shape, colour, balance, etc.)

· If you could paint anyone in the world who would it be? Why?

(during application task)

· Why did you pick that celebrity/object to work with? What is the cultural significance of the icon you selected?

· Why did you decide on the elements you did (for instance, colour, compositional elements, etc.)


	c) Application / Reaction:
(3 class periods)

- the teacher will go through the steps necessary to create an Andy Warhol inspired piece

- the teacher will use the previously made exemplar as well as examples of Warhol’s work throughout the teaching process

- the steps are as follows:

1. Choose 3-4 visual images of pop icons (magazine clippings and internet sites are good sources for high contrast images) Example: Madonna, Britney Spears, The President of the United States, Tiger Woods, etc. 

2. Using a photocopy machine, manipulate the images to the desired size. If you reduce the image to 5 ½ ” x 8 ½” you can place two images per one piece of 8 ½ ” x 11” acetate. Try to make the image high contrast by using the copy machine’s “lighter” and “darker” functions. 

3. Copy this image onto photocopy acetate. (Acetate can be ordered through most office supply stores.) 

4. Make 2-4 acetates of each pop icon. 

5. Choose your pop icon and coloured background papers of the same size. Hinge the two together by using clear tape. To make the hinge, place the tape on one edge of the acetate, and then fold it over to stick on the backside of the background paper. Once this is done your two papers should open like a book. 

6. Now you are ready to “under-paint” your portrait. Warhol would paint on the canvas first, and then print the photographic silkscreen image on top. For this project the acetate will act as the final printed layer. The image on the acetate has certain see-through areas; whatever is underneath those areas will be visible. Using cut or torn paper, create a collage-type pattern on the background paper so these colors show through the acetate. Or use paint in certain areas to strategically let certain colours show through the acetate sheet. 
7. Coloured foil paper, stamps, and coloured markers can also be used for the under-painting. Metallic or permanent markers can be used to draw on top of the acetate surface. 

8. Have students create variation among their 2-4 acetates by changing elements, such as color and paper edges (ripped/torn edges vs. cut/smooth edges), adding linear elements using markers, and working with the background areas, as well as the subject areas. 

- at this point students will have time to do research on Warhol, to gain a fuller understanding and to see more examples of his work

- as the students are familiar with art tools, techniques and styles how they wish to create their own Warhol inspired piece is their own choice
- some student may follow the teacher’s directions and produce a piece quite similar to the teacher’s example, or some students may wish to use the supplies that they are provided to create a different piece that is still very influenced by Andy Warhol’s work - this choice ultimately the students

- however, the teacher will always be circulating and can make suggestions, ask questions and perform “mini-conferences” with the students about their piece of art

- students will have more than this period to work on their art piece

- this is an individual task (some socialization and collaboration are not a problem)

- as well, students will need to write a brief reflection on the process pointing out their own strengths, areas of improvement and things to note or consider in the future 




	5. Assessment

	- students’ work will be collected by the teacher for assessment on an individual basis
- the students will be graded using a rubric (see attached)
