	1. Expectations 

      The Grade 10 learners will:

	a) Expectations:

· Describe how a culture shapes its art with reference to historical and contemporary examples; AN2.03

· Use tools, materials, processes, and technologies safely and appropriately; CR1.02


	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
· Students have been introduced to the principles, elements, and attributes used to create pieces of art

· Students have been introduced to colour complements, primary colours, secondary colours etc.

· Have all been in art class before and have used many different art tools (ink brushes, ink tools, drawing tools)

· Few students have experience in art history

· Can use tools such as carving knives safely and have been briefed on the safety considerations when using such tools


	b) Learning Environment:
This lesson takes place in the art room where students are seated around large work tables.  A screen and a large blackboard are located at the front of the classroom.  Student resources (listed below) are organized on a table at the front of the room.  Plexi-glass, brayers, and a variety of print ink colours are distributed at work stations lining the walls of the classroom.  Sinks and paper towels are easily accessible by all.


	c) Resources:
Each student requires:

One sheet of bond paper

One pencil, eraser, sharpener

One piece of linoblock

One bench hook

One gouge (linocutter)

One box of blades (optional)

	4. Strategies

	a) Introduction
Andy Warhol Pop Art Power Point (see attached)
Andy Warhol is considered one of the fathers of Pop Art. The Pop Art movement is considered the vehicle that gave graphic art recognition as a true representation of current culture. It allowed art to become relative to everyone within that culture not just the elite. One component of Andy Warhol’s work was the creation of images of consumer products that were common place in 1960-1980 American society.

	a) Teaching Strategies
Before Power Point begins:
“Do you think that there should be limits on the subject of art?”

“Are there rules about how and what we should represent in art?”

“What sort of purpose or role should art have in our lives and culture?”

“Has anyone heard of Andy Warhol?”

“If you have, what sort of images come to mind?”

                                         Process
	a) Teaching Strategies

-upon entering the classroom students will pick up their tools for the class from the “art-buffet” laid out at the front table of the class.

Once students have gathered their supplies and sit down in their regular seating arrangement, the teacher will go through each tool and talk about what it is and how the students will be using it for this lesson.

-Students will be instructed to hook this tool onto the edge of their desk, it will be used to hold the piece of lino block in place while it’s being carved.

-Students will use lino-cutter to smoothly cut out their design from their lino-block.  Students will be instructed to ALWAYS carve away from themselves.

-Students will be instructed to sketch out their Pop-art inspired design on their paper. Next they will transfer their image onto their lino block by pressing their paper into the lino-block until the image shows through onto the lino block. 
-After becoming familiar with the tools involved in this project, students will be instructed that their mission is to create their own Andy Warhol-inspired print series.
*Students will first sketch their design on paper and transfer it onto their lino block for carving.  Using the carving tool, next students will carve away their lino-block image, leaving the raised portions to be printed.
-Students will print in a variety of bold and bright colours onto contrasting construction paper colours.  Later students will mount their prints onto a more solid bristol board backing.  Students will be arranging their prints using repetition in a horizontal layout.



	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning:
Teacher will print out the following questions on cue cards, students will be expected to respond:

· Before you pick up your supplies what should you have? (a picture)

· Where do you get your supplies? (buffet)

· What supplies are you picking up? (linoblock, carving tool, bench hook, pencil, eraser, blades)

· How should you use the carving tool?  (push away from yourself)

· What are some safety concerns?  How will we protect ourselves?  (carving, blades)

· What will happen if you are fooling around with a sharp object?  (you will be doing it some other way)  The students will have to ink it instead

· Once done carving, what do you do?  (get ready for printing)

· What colours should you be choosing?

· What style should you exemplify?



	c) Application / Reaction:
Students will begin the project by finding a contemporary consumer item and drawing it onto the lino.  They will begin carving and printing, paying attention to the style of Andy Warhol.  The students will present their artwork by putting the varying pieces of the same design onto a piece of Bristol board and hand in for evaluation.



	5. Assessment

	Students’ work will be evaluated according to a rubric (see attached). Students will be assigned a mark out of 20 based on their success in the four criteria.
