	Topic:  Representation of Medieval Art - Planning and Producing a Gargoyle
	Time:  5 X 76 mins


	1. Expectations 

      The Grade 10 learners will:

	a) Expectations:
· use research from various sources as part of the creative process (CR1.03)
· demonstrate the ability to use an increasing range of tools, materials, processes, and technologies in producing their version of a gargoyle (CR2.02)




	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
The students at this grade level are already familiar with performing research using a variety of different methods, such as textbooks and the internet. Also, they recognize the basic elements and principles of design from art history examples analyzed and discussed in a previous class. 

The students are also familiar with the concept of modelling clay from the last class.


	b) Learning Environment:
· Art Room 
· Students sit around large tables during the explanation of the assignment. After the students have received all the instructions, they are led to the library (first floor, across from the main office) where they will be given the remainder of the period to do their research.

· During the next few Art period, the students will be seated around the table. Once they have heard the instructions for the period, the students will, in a calmly fashion, gather their required materials from the buffet (at the front of the room). 

· Once they have gathered all the materials they will remain at their seats and quietly work on their gargoyle projects.


	c) Resources:
· Checklist for assessment

· Modelling clay 
· Modelling tools 
· Picture of the gargoyle they are modelling (this they get when doing research)

· 8 large buckets to fill with some water

· Paper to cover the tables

· Paint brushes 
· Metallic Paint 

· Picture of gargoyle to demonstrate the project to the students

· Gargoyle statue to demonstrate the project to the students



	3. Content

	The students are going to be conducting research in order to re-create a gargoyle from the medieval period. In order to complete the task accurately, the students must do a sufficient amount of research in order to understand their purpose and their design. Once they have completed their research, the students need to take the information they have gathered and use it to create their own small version of a medieval gargoyle.



	4. Strategies

	a) Introducing the Activity
Day One                                                                                                                               Approx. 10 mins
1. Hook: ask the students what is the first thing that comes to their minds when they think about the medieval period. (Kings, Queens, royal court, knights, large buildings, colourful churches, gargoyle statues, etc.)
2. Inform the students that during this first lesson, they will be going to the library to research gargoyles and find an example of a gargoyle that they will be creating.
3. Display the gargoyle that the teacher has created as well as the picture that the teacher used as a  model for the creation.
Day Two                                                                                                                                  Approx. 5 mins
1. Inform the students at the beginning of the second class that they will now be creating their version of a gargoyle using one of the pictures they found during the previous class. Also inform the students that they will have the remainder of the class as well as the rest of the week to work on this assignment.

Day Three-Five                                                                                                                Approx. 10-15 mins
1. At the beginning of each class, have each student go to the storage area and bring out their gargoyle. In order to minimize chaos, call upon two students at a time to get up and get their gargoyles; once they have returned to their seat, another two students can get their gargoyles. 
2. Once the students have all taken their gargoyles from the storage area, each table can them pick up their supplies and continue to work on their project.



	b) Routines
Day One                                  (research to last for approx. 55 mins, approx to mins to return to classroom)
1. Inform the students that they will be given the remainder of the first class to do some research in the library. During this research session, the students are to look for pictures of gargoyles that they will be reproducing throughout the following classes.

2. When there is only 10 minutes left to the period, gather the students together in a group and have them return to the classroom in an orderly fashion. Upon arrival, remind the students to bring in their pictures for the following class.

Day Two                                                                                                                              (approx. 70 mins)
1. Once the students are seated in their spots, the teacher will then have them take out their pictures that they found during their research period. Once they have only their picture in front of them, the students will be asked to come up to the art buffet one section of a table at a time to pick up the supplies they will be requiring to complete their task. The supplies they will require are:
· Modelling clay
· Modelling tools

· Bucket (they will put water in here up to the 1/3 mark)
· Newspaper to cover the area where they will be working

             Give the students a short review about working with clay and the tools they will be required to use 

             for the assignment.

2. Using the picture they found during their research period, the students will now begin to create their gargoyles.
3. When there are only 15 minutes left to the period, ask the students to stop what they are doing and to begin to clean up their work area. Ask the students to wrap their gargoyles in wet paper towels in order to keep the clay pliable. The students may put their gargoyle creation at the back of the room; have the students put their names on a piece of paper that they can place in front of their gargoyle in order to identify it during the next period. The students must return all art supplies to the buffet table and bring their buckets of water to the janitor’s room so that it can properly be disposed of.
Day Three                                                                                                                           (approx. 60 mins)
1. Upon the students entry into the classroom, instruct the students to take a seat around the table and wait for instructions.
2. Have the students come up to the art buffet one section of a table at a time to pick up the supplies they will be requiring to complete their task. Once again, the supplies they will be requiring are:
· Modelling clay

· Modelling tools

· Bucket (they will put water in here up to the 1/3 mark)

· Newspaper to cover the area where they will be working

3. Once the students have covered their work area with newspaper, the teacher can call upon four students at a time to go to the back of the room and pick up their gargoyle sculptures.

Day Four                                                                                                                             (approx. 60 mins)
1. Upon the students entry into the classroom, instruct the students to take a seat around the table and wait for instructions.

· Modelling clay

· Modelling tools

· Bucket (they will put water in here up to the 1/3 mark)

Day Five                                                                                                                              (approx. 60 mins)
1. Upon the students entry into the classroom, instruct the students to take a seat around the table and wait for instructions. Inform the students that this will be the final period for the students to work on their sculptures.

2. Have the students come up to the art buffet one section of a table at a time to pick up the supplies they will be requiring to complete their task. Once again, the supplies they will be requiring are:
· Modelling clay

· Modelling tools

· Bucket (they will put water in here up to the 1/3 mark)

· Newspaper to cover the area where they will be working

              In addition to these supplies, the students will be asked to pick up a paint brush and some 

              metallic paint in order to make their gargoyles seem more authentic.

3. Once the students have covered their work area with newspaper, the teacher can call upon four students at a time to go to the back of the room and pick up their gargoyle sculptures.
4. The students should be nearly complete in creating their sculptures. The students that are not complete will need to complete their gargoyle during the first half of the class time to ensure that they have the time to paint their sculpture before the end of the lesson. Those that are complete can begin to paint their sculptures. Remind the students to apply two coats of paint to their sculpture in order to ensure that every surface is covered and that there will not be any areas that crack.
5. Once the students have completed their sculptures, they can bring it to the back of the room for it to be checked by the teacher. Make sure that the students place a piece of paper in front of their gargoyle that includes their name and grade.

6. After they have completed the task, the students can clean up their work space and with any extra time, they can work on any other assignments for other classes.


	c) Teacher's Role
i) Procedures
· Inform the students that they will be conducting research on gargoyles then create their own.
· Act as ‘guide on the side’ during research time.
· Inform the students of what they will be doing in the next few periods – creating their own version of a gargoyle using the picture that they found while conducting research.
· Monitor students as they gather all necessary supplies from the art buffet.
· While the students are working on their assignment, the teacher circulates to ensure that all the students are on task.
· Near the end of the period, monitor students as they clean up their work space and place their creations, which they have wrapped up with moist paper towels, at the back of the classroom with a name tag. 
· Continue to follow this procedure for remainder of the week. 
ii) Consolidation of Learning

· Ask the students to share what they believe are characteristics of the medieval period; especially in terms of architecture.
· Have one of the students repeat the instructions that the teacher has given out on the first and second day of the project.
· Ensure that the students are finding the proper representation of a gargoyle by circulating during the first class (the pictures they find cannot be cartoon drawings, they must be from an architectural design or building)



	5. Assessment

	Students will be assessed on their ability to research the concept of gargoyles in a variety of sources and their use of multiple tools, materials and techniques in order to create their gargoyle sculptures.
Recording Device: the teacher will use a checklist to keep track of the students ability to research and re-create a gargoyle properly.
