	2.  Expectation(s) 

      The Grade   1    students will:

	· Describe the subject matter in both their own and other’s art work
· Identify the value of a colour



	3.  Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· Can identify different colours.
· Understand the differences between the four seasons.

· Are experienced with cut and paste exercises.
· Are comfortable working independently as well as in a group.

· Are experienced with question and answer during story time.


	b) Learning Environment:
· Work stations set up in clusters.  Each work station will be set up with many different colours of construction paper,  glue sticks and 81/2 x 11 pieces of white paper  (1 per student).
· Carpet is in the centre of the room for circle time next to the teacher’s chair that has the storybook ready to read to the students.



	c) Resources:
· Four Seasons for Toby, by Dorthy Joan Harris & Vlasta van Kampen 
· Coloured construction paper, glue sticks, 81/2 x 11 white paper.
· Four sample paintings from the Group of Seven, one from each  season.




	4.   Content (The What)
	4.   Teaching/Learning Strategies (The How)

	a) Content for Introduction/Motivation
Read aloud: Four Seasons for Toby by Dorthy Joan Harris & Vlasta van Kampen

	a) Teaching/Learning Strategies for Introduction/Motivation
(10 minutes)
Introduce the story and author to the students and read them the story.  Questions will be asked throughout to stimulate their knowledge about the seasons and help keep the students engaged in the story.

p.  11 ask “If you found spring what would you see?”

p. 19 “What do you think Toby will see when he finds autumn?”

p.25 before reading this page ask “What season has Toby found now? How do you know?”

	b) Content for New Learning
1. Exposure to various artists

2. Recognizing the subject in someone else’s art work

3. Learn that colours have a range of values

4. Search for different values of a colour in the classroom and outside

	b) Teaching/Learning Strategies for New Learning

    (10 minutes)
1. Introduce the Group of Seven to the class as a group of Canadian artists that paint pictures of nature.  Show four samples of their paintings and ask the students to say what they like and dislike about them.

2. Ask the students to identify the objects and the season in each of the four samples and explain how they know that is the season being represented.  Show the students that even though the group of seven used the same topic of nature, each of their paintings is very different.

3. Explain to the students that colours have different shades called values.  Show them different values of a colour based on their clothing worn in the class (e.g. ‘student a’ is wearing a dark blue shirt and ‘student b’ is wearing light blue pants say “these are two different values of the colour blue”). 
4. With an elbow partner have the students choose a colour and count the number of values of that colour in the classroom and out the window.  Ask a couple of elbow partners to share what they found. 


	5.  Consolidation of Learning (Check for understanding.)

	(5 minutes)
1. Ask the students to count the number of values of blue that are in the summer painting. ( Ask this question for a number of different colours found in the painting until you are comfortable that the students understand the concept of values).



	6.  Application

	(25 minutes)

(3  minutes)

1. Explain that now we are going to make our own season picture by ripping construction paper instead of using paint.  Ask the students to have their picture represent their favourite season. 

2. Demonstrate ripping the construction paper and gluing it on the page by overlapping a few pieces to show the effect.  Use different values of one colour in the demonstration to reinforce the concept that objects in our world have more than one value of the same colour.

3. Before the students leave the carpet tell them that they must fill the whole page with construction paper.  Suggest that they may find it easier to create the background first and then add the subject (e.g. tree) on top.

4. Tell the students that it is okay for the construction go over the edge of the paper, because we will cut off the excess after.

5. Encourage the students to be creative and remember that,  like the Group of Seven, although we will all have pieces with the same theme, each work of art will be special and unique.
(22 minutes)

1. Students are working independently at their desk

2. Teacher is walking around giving positive feedback to the students and observing the students progress.

	Informal observations of the students understanding of the concept of the term value and completing the hands on activity.
