	Topic:   Architecture of the Native Longhouse

4 x 40 minute periods (160 mins)


	1. Expectations 

      The Grade 4 learners will:
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– describe how a variety of artists working in different styles and media and in different historical periods have used the elements of design and/or tools, materials, and techniques of their art (e.g., describe buildings made in different historical periods, such as a Native longhouse);
	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
-they have basic knowledge of Native culture from the primary grades
-they have adequate skills in using scissors, glue, and papier mâché
-they have learned about longhouses in social studies class



	b) Learning Environment:
Desks will be grouped in fours and the required supplies (in resources) will be in a bin in the centre of the grouped desks.  A buffet table will be at the front of the classroom with extra newspaper and wallpaper paste.

For each day, all materials will be set up before the students arrive.  Ongoing projects will be placed on the students’ desks, along with the materials and supplies.
There will be six groups of four students.  Each group will work together to make a Native Longhouse.
Students with known exceptionalities will be accounted for by receiving extra assistance from their teacher as necessary.
Groups will be pre-determined to ensure that all members can work successfully together while minimizing distractions.

If any student or group finishes early, they can use the time to work on their portfolio.

	a) Introduction to the longhouse (20 minutes)

	a) Teaching Strategies
-Read Aloud: “Life in a Longhouse Village”, by Bobbie Kalman, ISBN: 0778704629.
-Ask the students to draw a picture that is inspired by the story.  Check around the classroom to see if any students drew a longhouse.  If they did, point out that they will be building these longhouses over the next few days.  If they didn’t draw any longhouses, revisit the longhouse in the book and explain that they will be building models.

	Preparation for papier mâché
Learning to papier mâché
Painting and Finishing Touches
	Day 1 – 20 minutes

· Show pictures of 3 different longhouse styles.  Tape picture to the blackboard.
· Ask students to describe similarities and differences.

· Write it down under the respective picture.

· Point out that longhouses are made from timber.

· Tell students the five chimneys represent the five major tribes of Canada.

· Tell students the purpose of the totem pole is to represent family history and significant historical events.

· Show the exemplar. 
· Students will each have a cardboard model base at their group’s table.  Tell students to tape the chimneys onto their longhouses.
· Tell students to choose an animal that best represents them for the totem pole (each pole will have several animals, one for each student in the group).

· Tell students to use a sheet of construction paper to label the longhouse with names of group members.
Day 2 – 40 minutes
1. Review and demonstrate to students how to apply the papier mâché.

2. Tell students to cut out doors using the scissors provided.
3. Tell students to tear newspaper into strips.

4. Tell students to dip the strips into wallpaper paste and plaster onto the box and paper towel roll.  Smooth out bumps and creases, as much as possible.

5. Repeat until entire box and paper towel roll is covered with one layer only (otherwise, you will grow mold).  Set aside to dry.

6. For students who finish early, students may start working on the base.

7. Clean up 10 minutes before end of art period.
Day 3 – 40 minutes

1. Apply second layer of papier mâché. 

2. Tell students to tear newspaper into strips.

3. Tell students dip the strips into wallpaper paste and plaster onto the side of the box and paper towel roll.  Smooth out bumps and creases, as much as possible.  
4. Tell students to add animal features to the totem pole using papier mâché.
5. Repeat until entire box and paper towel roll is covered with another layer.  Set aside to dry.

6. For students who finish early, students may start/continue working on the base.

7. Clean up 10 minutes before end of art period.
Day 3 – 40 minutes

1. Tell students to paint the longhouse brown.

2. Tell students to paint the totem pole.

3. Set aside to dry.

4. Remind students to continue working on the base.

5. Clean up 10 minutes before end of art period.
Day 4 – 40 minutes

1. Put finishing touches and details on the longhouse and base.

2. Set aside to dry.




	4. Strategies (continued)

	a) Consolidation of Learning: 
Day 1: Ask questions at the end of the lesson

Ask students, “How many chimneys are you going to put?”

Day 2-3: Review at the beginning of the lesson
Ask students, “What do the chimneys represent?” (the five major tribes of Canada)

Ask students, “What’s the purpose of the totem pole?” (like a history book (i.e.) family history, significant historical moments.)
Day 4:

Ask students, “How is your artistic version of a longhouse different from an actual native longhouse?”

Ask students, “How is your artistic version of a longhouse the same as actual native longhouse?”

Ask students, “What animal did you choose to represent yourself?”

Ask students, “Why did you choose it?”



	b) Application / Reaction:
Students will follow the instructions given on each day to construct their longhouse in stages.  The application is stretched out over 4 periods in order to allow the papier mâché to dry completely.



	5. Assessment

	Using a checklist for each student, mark off the following items to gauge completeness of the longhouse:

· 5 chimneys in appropriate location

· doors at each end

· fully covered in papier mâché
· totem pole covered in papier mâché with at least one animal feature

· house attached on a base

· entire house and totem pole is painted
· names are on the project
