	3.  Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
-Students have been introduced  to the elements of art
-Student are familiar with the colour wheel (primary and complementary colours)
-Students have worked with various art tools (scissors, glue, paint) and various forms of paper media (newsprint, construction paper, newspaper, etc)
-Students have identified basic geometric shapes such as circle, triangle, rectangle
-Students are aware of where to find the various materials in the classroom that they will need 


	b) Learning Environment:
-Art Room
-Students are seated 2 students per table
-Students will lay newspaper down on their individual tables 
-The “art buffet” will be set up on the front table with all resources students will need (ie/ paint, newspaper, magazines, construction paper, scissors etc...) 


	c) Resources:
-A variety (colour, texture, size, design) of paper type products (i.e. gift wrap, felt, construction paper)
-Scissors

-Glue

-Paint

-Paint brushes

-Water cups/cans

-Mixing Trays/Palettes
-Cardstock (1 sheet per student for background)

-Pens/Felt Tip Markers
-Teacher’s model (reference piece)
-Extra model pieces cut out for the teacher to use for examples (approximately enough for 4 other clowns)

-Blackboard/whiteboard 

-Zip lock baggies for storage of cut pieces if students run out of time

-Copy of Picasso’s Punchinello with a Guitar



	4.  Content

	We are modelling Picasso’s painting Punchinello with a Guitar.  Punchinello is a traditional Italian character. He is shown in a white bag suit, a cone shaped hat, going on to the stage with his guitar.

Pablo Picasso loved clowns and circuses. Picasso’s friends say that he went to the circus every week and knew a lot of the performers very well. 

He was born in Spain in 1881. He created over 20000 works of art and is one of the most famous artists in the world.



	5.  Teaching/Learning Strategies

	a)
Teacher Role


1)  Introducing the Activity
Teacher will pose the following question to their students: 

“If you had to describe a clown, how would you describe it (think about the colours, shapes, etc)?”

Today we are going to create some clowns. Teacher will show students a copy of Punchinello with a Guitar. Like Punchinello, clowns entertain on a stage, so that is the first thing we are going to do today, is create a stage (teacher will show students the stage that he/she has created and explain how it was created).  
The teacher will give the students time to complete their stage. The teacher should plan for approximately 20 to 25 minutes.
Once the stage is complete, students will be asked to put their names on the bottom corner of their painting and place them on the back table.
Students will then participate in a lesson explaining Picasso’s idea of cubism.  Teacher will explain that cubism is an artistic style, which represents natural forms with geometric shapes. The teacher will model how to construct/represent a figure/body using pre-cut geometric shapes on the blackboard, while asking pertinent questions of the students (such as  how the placement of the shapes creates a realistic-looking figure).  

2)  Consolidation of Learning (Check for understanding)
Teacher will have extra “kits” at the front of the shapes to make clowns. The teacher will ask a few students to come up and assemble a clown.


	b)
Student Routines and Procedures
Students will pick up what they need from the art buffet when the lesson begins.

Students will first create their stage background using paint and cardstock paper.

Students will allow their backdrop to dry on the back table.

In the meantime, students will use various materials and cut out the following shapes:1 half circle (for a head) a “blocky like” body, 2 small triangles for arms, 2 larger triangles for legs, 4 tiny triangles for hands and feet, a curvy cloud like shape for the collar and a half circle and triangle for a hat. There is no set “tracer” for these shapes; the students can use whatever size they please, as long as once the body is together there is some presentation of proportion. 
Once students have cut out all of the shapes, and their stage has dried, they can arrange their shapes on the paper in the form of a clown. When they are happy with their shape, they can glue it down. More cut outs can be added for decoration, (ie/ balls that he may be juggling, a musical instrument, a prop, flower, etc). Other details can be added with felt tip pens or markers.

*NB: Time may run out and students may not have the opportunity to cut out their shapes and glue their clown down to their stage. If this is the case, students will put their cut out pieces into a Zip lock bag with their name on it and continue working with them during the next class*
Once students have completed their clown, they will work on the reflection piece that will be evaluated with their clown. The questions for the summary/reflection can be found in the assessment/evaluation section of the lesson plan.




	6.  Assessment/Evaluation

	See attached rubric
Students will attach a brief summary/ reflection to their piece of art. Students can use some of the following prompts: I like my clown because...

I liked using different types of material because it made my piece look...
My piece looks like Picasso’s because...
