	2.  Expectation(s) 

      The Grade 4 students will:

	1) Describe how a variety of artists working in different styles and media and in different historical periods have used the elements of design and/or tools, materials, and techniques of their art (e.g., describe buildings made in different historical periods, such as the CN Tower, a Native longhouse, and the Parliament Buildings in Ottawa, and show how the availability of certain materials influenced the designers or architects).
2) Produce two and three dimensional works of art (i.e., works involving media and techniques used in drawing, painting, sculpting, print making) that communicate thoughts, feeling and ideas, for specific purposes and to specific audiences (Example: create a poster for display in a school library to commemorate a personal literary hero, using an additive form of print making).


	3.  Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· The children know how to make two and three dimensional works of art.
· They can describe how artworks relate to their own experiences.

· Understand elements of design using proper vocabulary.



	b) Learning Environment:
· There are 6 tables with 4 students per table.
· Each table will be set up as stations around the walls of the classroom with pictures of various structures.
· Desks will be arranged in the middle of the classroom in groups of 4.
· Materials will be set up on a large table with a variety of materials to create their own structure. 

· Overhead and screen at the front of the classroom



	c) Resources:
· Overhead projector, screen, and transparent paper
· Building materials (paper, pens, pencils, markers, glue, scissors, popsicle sticks, play dough, shoes boxes, pipe cleaners, toilet paper rolls, paint, erasers, pencil crayons, stencils, stickers, plasticine, fabric, construction paper, tape...)

· Pictures of the structures (CN Tower, Eiffel Tower, Long House, Parliament Building, Leaning tower of Pisa, Great Wall of China)

· Architectural books.

	5.  Teaching/Learning Strategies (40 min)

	a)
Teacher Role


1)  Introducing the Activity
Day One:

· Students will divide into groups of 4 and will visit all 6 stations. (5min per station)

· Each station will contain a worksheet (1 per group) to record their information, a picture of the structure, a brief descriptive paragraph about the structure and follow-up questions (what are structures made of, year built, who was the architect, location...)

· As a class, all the groups will discuss their findings of the stations by using the overhead projector. (10 min)

Day Two:
- The teacher will describe the types of materials that are provided at the front of the classroom so the groups can create their own structure.  

- Students must create a draft/outline to gather thoughts and ideas for how they want to construct their structure. 

- There will be an overhead outlining the criteria (rubric) the teacher is looking for.

- A handout of questions will be provided for each group. (Why did you choose to use these materials? What does your structure represent? Does this structure serve a purpose? What real life material could be used to create your structure? Where would be an ideal location for your structure and why?)

2)  Consolidation of Learning (Check for understanding)
The teacher will walk around and ask divergent questions “Why did you choose to use these materials? What does your structure represent? Does this structure serve a purpose? What real life material could be used to create your structure? Where would be an ideal location for your structure and why?”


	b)
Student Routines and Procedures
· As a group, students will design and outline/draft.

· Students will decide what materials they want to use.

· Students will gather the materials.

· Students will have the option to designate rolls for creating the structure.

· Students will create their structures.

· Students will write out their answers to the questions as a group activity once completing their structure.

· Students will submit all components of the activity (structure and questions)
