	1. Expectations and Opportunities
      The Grade   4    learners will:

	a) Expectations:

Critical Thinking – describe how a variety of artists working in different styles and media and in different historical periods have used the elements of design and/or tools, materials, and techniques of their art. Students will demonstrate the different elements of historical architecture by creating their own model historical structures rooted in their life history. The use of different materials to create unique structures will emphasize how building design is influenced by the resources available.
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Knowledge of Elements – distinguish between relief and free-standing sculpture.


	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
· Students are assumed to have general knowledge of paper mashie application from prior classes.
· Students are assumed to know how to use glue, tape and how to use adhesives to connect materials together.

· Students are assumed to have used water based paints to paint a picture or model and therefore have a general sense on how to apply paint.
· Students are assumed to know the basic layout of the classroom based on prior lessons and where important features are located such as the wash basin, rear drying counter and the supply closet.


	b) Learning Environment:
· Regular classroom
· Six evenly spaced worktables with five to six chairs surrounding each table.

· At the rear of the classroom a long cleared counter is set aside for drying purposes.

· At the back left corner a sink and wash basin is present for clean up and water access.

· At the front of the classroom a large supply closet in found hosting a wide assortment of art supplies.

· The environment can comfortably host 30 students.
· Each worktable is equipped with a bucket, several old newspapers and a tarp covering.
· Each worktable has several materials present that will be detailed in the resource section.


	c) Resources:
· Wall paper paste
· Six Buckets
· Water from the wash basin sink
· Empty water and pop bottles, plastic containers, balloons, scrap supplies, popsicle sticks, paper rolls, newspaper
· Shredded newspaper 
· Smocks

· White glue

· Tape (scotch, duck tape)

· Acrylic paints, paint brushes (day 2 only)

· Rinsing cups (day 2 only)

· Paint palettes (day 2 only)

· Post it notes

	4. Strategies

	a) Introduction - 5mins
Historical buildings within Canada.

CN Tower exemplar

	a) Teaching Strategies
· Introduces to students historical buildings from different time periods in Canadian history. 

· Organize a brief slideshow using PowerPoint or an overhead projector to illustrate the different architecture seen in buildings from different eras.
· Structures illustrated include the Parliament buildings, CN Tower, Native longhouse and the Basilica of Notre Dame.

· Once the slideshow presentation is completed reveal to students your completed exemplar of a paper mashee CN tower as a visual example and explain that it is a free-standing structure.

	b) Establishing the Learning
Teacher demonstrations and student construction and clean up time will occupy the remaining length of the period
Class 1

Demonstration of the basic principles of model structure construction using assorted materials and adhesives.
Demonstration of proper paper mashee mixture and proper application of paper mashee to a model structure.

Class 2
Demonstration of the proper painting technique used on a dried paper mashee structure.
Teacher demonstration and student painting and clean up will cover the entire period

Label structures 

	a) Teaching Strategies

· Using assorted materials at each workstation and materials brought from home students will construct a structure that has some important and/or historical meaning to them. Examples of structures may include a church they attend, the house they live in, the school they attend, a tree house they play in, etc.
· Materials provided at each workstation include paper towel rolls, water bottles, assorted plastic containers, Popsicle sticks, cardboard, and adhesives such as white glue, scotch tape and duck tape.
Explain how the example CN tower was constructed using these materials.

· Once all students are seated and paying attention demonstrate to students how each material can be used to construct a model structure. 

Paper rolls resemble pillars, and supports. 

Cardboard and Popsicle sticks resembled siding and roofing.
Water bottles and plastic containers resemble towers, peaks and unique features. 

Tape and newspaper is used to hold pieces of the structure together and give it a rounded smooth appearance.
Describe how each material may be used as an element of construction for the structures.

· Using the paper mashie CN tower example explain to students how water bottles were used construct the shaft of the tower and plastic containers were used as the observation decks. Point out how tape was used to hold each element together and how the tower was wrapped in newspaper to make a smooth appearance.
· Once the students have completed their structures instruct them to fill the bucket at their workstation half way with water. Circulate around the class with wall paper paste mixture and mix each water filled bucket. Ensure that students have tarps laid out on the workstation and are wearing smocks with their sleeves rolled up. The created mixtures should be a whitish soup that is more pulpy than runny in order to allow for faster drying and stronger adhesion.
· Once the mixture is prepared give each workstation a several bushels of pre-shredded newspaper. When enough newspaper has been circulated demonstrate to students how to properly apply paper mashie.
· Take several pieces of shredded newspaper and soak it thoroughly in the pasty mixture. Once the newspaper is fully covered apply it diagonally to the structure. Repeat this process with several soaked strip applying each new strip in a crossing pattern with the formerly applied strip.

· Have students completely cover their structure with strips of soaked newspaper. Once the structure is covered thoroughly instruct students to place their structures at the back counter so it may dry and solidify overnight.
· When each workstation has been cleared of structures students must clean their work area by washing all buckets thoroughly, wiping up any spilt mixture, returning any borrowed smocks and returning any unused materials to the supply closet in the appropriate place.
· The following art period students will retrieve their dried structures and return to their worktables. Each worktable will be outfitted with a tarp and several water based paints used for painting the structures.

· Demonstrate to students the basics of applying paint to models. Pour a slight amount of paint onto a paint pallet. Using the paint brush gently pick up some paint and stroke it evenly to a model structure. Instruct students to mix paints carefully and always rinse and clean their brush before applying a new colour of paint.

· When students have finished painting their structures again instruct them to rest their models on the rear counter so they may dry properly. Once they have done so students are expected to clean their work area. Ensure that students share the wash basin in an orderly fashion.
· Students must thoroughly rinse their brushes and paint palettes using the wash basin, dispose of any rinse water and wipe up any spilt paint. Furthermore all borrowed smocks must be returned and all paints, palettes and cleaned brushes must be returned to front supply closet in the appropriate area.

· Finally once the class and workstations have been properly cleaned instruct students to label their model structures by writing their name and what their structure is on a post it note. The note is to be left beside their drying structure.


	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning:
· Once the CN Tower example is shown to students ask the class what examples from their lives can they come up with that are buildings or structures that have a historical meaning to them.
· Before students begin constructing their own structures from the materials they have brought and are provided with ask students to hold up which item they wish to use to as the first piece of their structure. Next ask students to hold up what material they will use to attach to their first item. Gauging from what students are holding up a general analysis can be completed to determine if students understand to basics of using different materials to construct a model.
· Circulate the worktables to identify any students that are having difficulty creating a proper representation of their structure.
· Before students begin applying paper mashee to their structures ask students to carefully apply several strips to their model and then stop so you can circulate the class quickly to observe. When circulating inspect each model very briefly to determine if any students have incorrectly applied the paper mashie.
· Before students begin painting their models ask the class to prepare their palettes with two to three paints. Once done allow students to start painting while you circulate the workstations to determine if students are applying the paint properly.


	c) Application / Reaction:
· Students will construct their own model structure that has a personal affiliation to their life history.
· Students will cover their structures with paper mashee in order to give the structure and fuller body and create the appearance of a more complete rendition of their model.

· Students will paint their dried paper mashee structures to complete to appearance of a model structure that reflects a scaled version of their personal interpretation.



	5. Assessment

	· Students will be assessed based on their creation of a historical model structure associated with their life history. 
· The model will be graded according to a simple marking criteria sheet that will focus on three main areas.
· Use of materials, creation of structure and completeness of structure will all be evaluated in order to determine if students meet expectations.
· Mark out of 10 will be awarded based on the mark awarded from the marking criteria sheet.
· Students that have displayed an affiliation to a historical structure from their life and demonstrated the basic use of materials to construct and free standing structure will be awarded a passing grade.
