	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
· Can already identify the elements of design (colour, line, shape, form, space, texture), and use them in ways appropriate for this grade when producing and responding to works of art


	b) Learning Environment:
· Students sit in groups of four 
· Large group learning situation

· Seating plan is located on the teacher’s desk

· Extra supplies (pencils, popsicle sticks, white glue, paint, construction paper) are located in the back cupboard.

· Adjustment to the learning environment: have Life in a Longhouse Village, exemplar and all necessary supplies at the front of the classroom.

	a) Teaching Strategies  
 (3 min)
Present the picture book cover; Orally ask the students:

- “looking at the cover, what might the story be about?”

-  “ what do you think it would have been like to live in a longhouse?”
The teacher will read part of the story Life in a Longhouse Village to the students. (pgs. 4- 7)

	b) Establishing the Learning

	a) Teaching Strategies

 (15 min)
1. Read Aloud- read part of the book to the class (pgs. 4- 7)  (Pause to ask questions during the reading- use both closed and open-ended questions:
2.  Ask the class “why do you think that the natives arranged the longhouses in random patterns?”
3. Ask the class “what types of materials do you think the natives used to build the longhouses?” 

4. Ask the class “why do you think that the natives designed the houses to be long? “
5. Discuss the art project with the class. Tell students that they will be responsible for constructing their own longhouse. The teacher will assign the students into groups of 4 (based on seating plan).
6. Show class the finished example of a longhouse. Model is located on teacher’s desk. 
7. Ask class to identify some of the elements of design that they could incorporate into their own longhouse. Example : “what colours do you see?” ,  “what different shapes can you see when looking at the example?” 
8. Tell students to go to the front of the class to retrieve 1 box of  popsicle sticks, 1 block of green plasticine and one block of brown plasticine, 3 sheets of brown construction paper, 1 pair of scissors, 1 bottle of white glue. 

9. Instruct class to begin assembling their own longhouses. 




	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning: (2 min)
Ask the following question:
 - “can anyone tell me what it was like to live in a longhouse village?”



	c) Application / Reaction:  (45 min)
In groups of 4, students will construct their own native longhouse. 



	5. Assessment

	- students will be assessed through observation and anecdotal notes. The teacher will circulate the class as students are working.  A checklist will be used to record who has understood and are following the directions for the assignment and who has not.  A checkmark will be used to indicate students who have understood the assignment and an (x) will be used to indicate students who have not. 
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
