	2. Expectation(s) 

      The Grade  5  learners will:

	· select the most appropriate tools, materials, and techniques for a particular purpose, and use them correctly; 5a37
· identify the three pairs of complementary colours (red and green, purple and yellow, blue and orange); 5a30
· describe the connection between an element of design and a specific artistic purpose, using appropriate vocabulary (e.g., the artist has used soft colours and circular shapes to emphasize the loving relationship between the mother and child); 5a43



	3. Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· Students have had a lesson on Pop Art and understand the many concepts associated with it.
· Students have had a lesson and experience with the different types of media available for this project.

· Students know what colours are categorized as primary colours.
· Students have been taught the pairs of complementary colours in a previous lesson.

· Students have already drawn their image for the teacher to photocopy.

· If there have been management problems in the past with a student and a certain artistic medium, the teacher can make the decision of the medium to be used for him/her.
· Students, at the teacher’s discretion, may use technology to complete the assignment (program such as Paint).
· Students who are visually impaired may have trouble choosing colours or colouring a specific photo. They can work with a partner or the work can be changed to an abstract piece.
· Students who are hearing impaired will have trouble with the lesson portion so the teacher can use written notes and other technology that is required such as a microphone if that is what the student uses.

· There are many more students with Autism Spectrum Disorder in schools today. Some strategies that can be used to keep this student on track include: setting up a schedule for the day before the student comes into the class in the morning, sand timers so the student knows how long they have for that time block, and have items around for the student to use to relieve stress.

	b) Learning Environment:
· The teacher will be at the front of the room while delivering the content for the lesson.
· Once the students begin the application the teacher will be moving around the room offering advice and making sure that students are on track.

· Students will be at their desks for the content delivery.

· Students will have the opportunity to collect their materials once the content portion of the lesson is complete.  They will return the materials required to their desk.

· The teacher may rearrange the seating plan after observing students work behaviours should he/she feels it is necessary.

· Materials will all be set our before the lesson begins.

	5. Teaching/Learning Strategies (The How)

	a) Content for Introduction/Motivation
(5 minutes)

Display images of Andy Warhol’s work


	a) Teaching/Learning Strategies for Introduction/Motivation
· The teacher will show an image of an Andy Warhol’s work and get the students to think about what they see.

· The teacher will then show a similar image and ask the students “What do you notice about the two images we have just seen?” (The use of colour and repetition). Allow time for student responses. 

· The teacher will then show another Andy Warhol piece but this one will be different from the other two. The teacher will ask “What similarities and differences do you notice between this piece of art and the other two we have looked at?”


	b) Content for New Learning
(10 minutes)
Review of Pop Art

Introduce Andy Warhol and his work.

Andy Warhol, the leader of the American pop art movement, made films and had a night club. In his art work, he used a printmaking technique which emphasized repetition. His art was detached and different from what people were used to seeing in art. He was indifferent to art traditions, which made his work controversial. His art dehumanizes the person by packaging, an impersonal technique. 

By the 1960s Warhol’s art was quite different from that of most other artists. He used everyday objects and images of famous people as the subjects for his work, often repeating an image many times on one painting or print. His interest in things that were contemporary and popular defined his work as Pop Art.

To create in the manner of Andy Warhol, first examine his portfolio series of portraits of Marilyn Monroe, Mick Jagger, and others. Notice that he includes many portraits of the same person in one painting creating repetition, while at the same time giving his image variation by changing colors, size, or direction.  He used different colours in order to affect the mood of his work.
Review of Pop Art assignment

	c) Teaching/Learning Strategies for New Learning
Say: “During last class we learned about Pop Art.  Remember that Pop Art was a visual arts movement of the 1950s and 1960s which took images from popular culture. Some artists duplicated beer bottles, soup cans, comic strips, road signs, and similar objects in their works of art.”
Say:  “The pieces of art we just looked at were created by Andy Warhol.  Andy Warhol led the American Pop Art movement.  In his art work, he used a printmaking technique which emphasized repetition. His art was different from what people were used to seeing in art. He was indifferent to art traditions, which made his work controversial. 

By the 1960s Warhol’s art was quite different from that of most other artists. He used everyday objects and images of famous people as the subjects for his work, often repeating an image many times on one painting or print. His interest in things that were contemporary and popular defined his work as Pop Art.

To create your own work of art in Andy Warhol’s style, take a look at how he used colour and repetition in his pieces.  Notice that he includes many portraits of the same person in one painting creating repetition, while at the same time giving his image variation by changing colors, size, or direction.  
Say: “Last class you received a handout of the Pop Art assignment.  You created an image of a Pop Art object of your choice.  I have made 4 copies of your image so that you may complete phase two of the assignment.  Remember that you are to complete one image with the primary colours, then the other three with pairs of complementary colours.  You may choose any of the media provided.  Work with one that you feel comfortable with and that fits best with your image.  Be prepared to justify your choice.  When you have completed all four images mount them on to construction paper, write your title on the front and your name on the back.  Place your completed work in my Art folder at the front of the class.”



	5. Consolidation of Learning (Check for Understanding)

	(5 minutes)
Show the exemplar to the class.  Ask the students to discuss in pairs which image was completed with primary colours and which were completed with the pairs of complementary colours.  Have a pair give their responses to the class.  Ask the class if they agree with the response given, why or why not? What are the pairs of complementary colours?



	6. Application (What the students do at the end)

	(40 minutes)
Students will gather the required materials and work on their Pop Art piece following the instructions given in class and on the handout.



	7. Assessment/Evaluation

	Students will hand in their completed work to be assessed using the rubric attached.  This rubric will be covered in the previous class and included with the assignment handout.
