	Topic:  The Paintings of The Group of Seven and Emily Carr 
	Time:  Three 30 Minute Periods


	2. Expectations 

      The Grade 5 learners will:

	a) Expectations:
5a42: By the end of the lesson the students will have compared works on a similar theme (landscapes) from various periods and cultures, and describe the impact of time and location on style.

5a39: By the end of the lesson the students will produce two dimensional works of art that communicate a range of thoughts, feelings, and ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences.
5a33: By the end of the lesson the students will identify negative and positive shapes in works of art and the environment (e.g., shapes created by both the branches of a tree and the spaces between the branches).
5a31: By the end of the lesson the students will be able to describe how line may be used to define shapes and forms and to create movement and depth.




	3. Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· In grade four the students were required to describe, explain, and state various artists’ styles, elements of design, and their preference for different works.

· They have already experienced painting in this class and in grade 4.


	b) Learning Environment:
· For the beginning of the class the students will remain in their desks while the teacher conducts an introduction into the work of The Group of Seven and Emily Carr.

· Once the introduction is completed the teacher will give the students the instructions on the outdoor activity involving the students painting a landscape scene.

· While outside the teacher will draw the students into a group to further discuss how landscape influenced The Group of Seven and Emily Carr.

· Once the outdoor mini lesson is complete the students will be required to work in groups of three or four to produce a painted landscape throughout the rest of the given periods.


	c) Resources:
· Mural Paper

· Tempera Paint (variety of colours)

· Paint Brushes

· Water 

· Water containers

· Palettes

· Mixing Trays

· Digital Cameras (needed if the weather is not cooperating and we have to do the painting indoors)

· Photocopy of comparison chart they need to fill in

· White Board

· White Board Marker

· Wooden Planks (to be placed under the paper for a flat painting surface)




	4. Content

	Strategies:

· To begin the lesson the teacher will show various pictures of artwork produced by The Group of Seven and Emily Carr (see attached).
· The focus will be on the landscapes; specifically trees and Emily Carr’s Native influence.
· After the mini slide show of the artwork the teacher will explain the following to the students:
The Group of Seven

· The Group of Seven was interested in landscapes. 

· They painted out in the woods and at their homes.

· They enjoyed painting the Canadian Shield (Algonquin park region).
Emily Carr

· Like the Group of Seven, she was interested in landscapes, but she was also interested in painting the aboriginal cultures of British Columbia. This interest in Canadian First Nations developed early in Carr’s life.
· She was particularly fond of painting Native villages and totems.
· Emily Carr began painting a little bit later than The Group of Seven
Note: the above content will be brought out by the students through creating a comparison chart together as a class. The comparison will occur by looking back and forth at the paintings. During the students responses the teacher will fill in the blanks the students are missing i.e. the locations and objects The Group of Seven and Emily Carr painted.



	5. Teaching / Learning Strategies

	a) Teacher’s Role
1) Introducing the Activity
· Lead the students into the activity by saying that we want them to experience the landscape paintings of The Group of Seven and Emily Carr and therefore, as a class, we will be going on an outside adventure so that they may create their own painting.
· Show the students the exemplar of what is required of them.

· Tell the students that before we go outside we must discuss what we are doing and what is required of them:

· Break into groups of 3 or 4

· Students must carry out their own paint trays
· Students must carry out their own brushes and containers of water

· Students must carry out their mural paper
· Students must stay close together so that the teacher can keep an eye on everyone

· If the weather is not suitable for painting outside the teacher will bring out digital cameras for the groups to take pictures to bring inside to project onto the screen to paint.

· Once going back inside all materials must be brought inside and cleaned up.
2) Consolidation of Learning (Check for understanding / student review)
· The teacher will ask the students to repeat the instructions before allowing them to line up at the door.

· Once the teacher is satisfied with the students’ comprehension of the activity guidelines she/he will take them outside to begin their art project.



	b) Student Routines and Procedures (What the students do after the instructions and a review)
· The students in their groups of 3 or 4 will search the surrounding area for a landscape with a heavily treed area that they are interested in painting.
· Once the students have found their landscape they want to paint they will bring their utensils together (paint, water, paper, flat surface) to begin their painting.
· Once the class is over the students with clean up their area and bring their utensils inside to be put in the proper place in the classroom.

Note:

· If the weather is not co-operating the students will take a picture of their desired landscape to paint and bring it inside to be projected onto the screen and the painting of the landscape will take place indoors.




	6. Assessment / Evaluation

	· The students’ comparison chart will be marked on whether or not they are able to compare The Group of Seven and Emily Carr re: location, time periods, culture, style with a checkmark of complete or incomplete.
· The painted landscape will be marked with a rubric (see attached).
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
