	1. Expectations 

      The Grade    5   learners will:

	a) Expectations:

· 5a42     Compare works of art on a similar theme from various periods in the career of A.Y.         Jackson.
· 5a39
Produce two-dimensional works of art based on the landscape art of artist A.Y. Jackson.



	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
· Students have had previous experience with oil pastels in Grade 4 art class.  Prior to this they have worked with crayons which are very similar to working with oil pastels.

· Know history and general information about the Group of Seven which has been introduced in previous class work. 
· Students can follow instructions



	b) Learning Environment:
· Class seating plan at beginning of daily lesson plan binder.
· Video Player and TV are located at the front of class room.
· Classroom remains as always: in three rows of nine desks. 
· Oil pastels are on the group working desk  and will be handed out to each student by ST

· White and coloured art papers are located on the group working desk and will be distributed by the teacher when the students request it.



	c) Resources:
· This lesson plan

Canadian Landscapes Video
(hook and introduction)

	a) Teaching Strategies
(20 minutes)
· Teacher will show students the Canadian Landscapes Video
· Teacher will ask them what they thought of the video

	b) Establishing the Learning
Group Discussion of video on A.Y. Jackson 
Group Discussion of A.Y. Jackson’s prints.

Differences
· More detail early years

· Middle years – less detail with bolder colours

· Later years – sweeping motion with minimal accent for detail

 
	a) Teaching Strategies

(15 minutes)
· Teacher will ask how A.Y. Jackson dealt with the problem of the Canadian landscape being so busy and full of detail, making sure they understand the process he used in reducing his paintings to contain what he felt were the essential elements (shapes, colours, lines, etc.) of the landscape, while omitting the unessential details.
· Teacher will ask students why they think it is helpful or important to a landscape artist to first make sketches of the landscape before creating a large scale painting. 
· Teacher will go through the prints to demonstrate how A.Y. Jackson may have done this. 
· Teacher will ask students if they could see any kind of difference in Jackson’s art from his earlier years as a painter and his later years. 
· Teacher will help to clarify these changes (paintings going from fairly realistic to simpler, more minimalistic renderings) using the A.Y. Jackson prints.
· Teacher will write comprehension questions on board (see application). 
· If time is available than students can choose a landscape photograph from those available in the class.  In addition students can use a pencil to start sketching their landscape on a piece of 12 X 18 art paper.


	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning:
(15 minutes)

· Students will create a written response in their art notebooks to the following comprehension questions, which the teacher will write on the white board:

1) How did A.Y. Jackson’s approach to landscape painting change over time? How did the style of his paintings change?

· Students will create a written response to one of the following two questions:

1) How did A.Y. Jackson deal with the problem of a cluttered, overly detailed landscape when he went to paint it? 

2) Why is making a sketch of a landscape helpful to an artist before he creates a large scale painting? 



	c) Application / Reaction:
(70 minutes)
· Students will choose a landscape photograph from those available in the class. 
· Students will use pencils to sketch out the landscape on a piece of 12’ X 18’ paper. 

· Students will use oil pastels to complete their landscape painting. 

· Students will be encouraged to choose to try and emulate either A.Y. Jackson’s more realistic or more minimalistic styles. 

· Students will be encouraged to go and look at the A.Y. Jackson prints for inspiration and stylistic guidance. 




	5. Assessment

	· Teacher will grade the written response to confirm that each student understands the way A.Y. Jackson’s style may have changed or been refined over time and/or how a landscape artist may deal with a very detailed, cluttered landscape, and/or how sketching a scene may be helpful before an artist paints a finished product. Each question will be worth 5 marks for a total of 10 marks.
· Teacher will see that each student created a 2-dimensional oil pastel of a landscape using the principles and techniques discussed in class.
