	Topic:     Creating Haida Masks
	Time:    220 minutes (over 3 periods)

	2. Expectation(s) 

      The Grade   6    learners will:

	· Compare works from various periods and cultures, and describe how the artists have used the elements and principles of design (e.g., compare ceremonial headdresses and masks by traditional Haida artists with Thunderbird Man by Daphne Odjig, focusing on their use of balance)
· Produce two- and three-dimensional works of art (i.e. works involving media and techniques used in drawing, painting, sculpting, printmaking) that communicate a range of thoughts, feelings, and ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences (e.g., create a sculpture out of clay that shows a figure  engaged in a typical pioneer activity) 


	3. Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· are familiar will all of the elements of design (e.g. balance, emphasis, contrast, movement)
· are familiar with all of the principles of design (e.g. colour, line, shape, texture, space)
· are familiar with Haida culture and art 
· are familiar with mask making as they have created masks in the past (masquerade masks at Halloween) 
· if students are uncomfortable creating moulds on their own faces, they have the option to create a mask using a balloon 
· parents have been informed (through a note home) that students will be creating masks in class 


	b) Learning Environment:
· Masks (replicas and pictures) will be set up at stations around the room – students will rotate through the stations and complete their chart 
· Students will be seated at their desks when discussing commonalities among masks/use of masks in Haida culture
· Students will work at designated stations to create their masks – they will work in partners to create the plaster moulds; they will work individually to paint the masks
· Students will be responsible for cleaning their stations once they have completed their work for the day; students cannot leave until the room is clean


	c) Resources:
· Plaster of Paris gauze

· Vaseline

· Scarves/ bandanas (to tie back hair)

· Towels (to lay on and to cover clothing)

· Newspaper 

· 4 bowls of water

· Scissors

· Paint

· Paint brushes

· Feathers, sequins, pipe cleaners, various material, glue, etc. 

· Balloons (for those students who don’t want to put the strips on their face)

	a) Content for Introduction/Motivation
(15 min)
The Hook: 
Analyzing Haida Masks 

	a) Teaching/Learning Strategies for Introduction/Motivation
· Students will examine and analyze, using a graphic organizer, the various elements and principles of design present in a variety of Haida masks (pictures and replicas)

· Set up around the classroom will be a variety of pictures and replicas of Haida masks
· Students will be given 10 minutes to travel around the classroom and examine the masks

· As they examine the masks, students will complete a chart, identifying the elements and principles of design present in the pieces of art (elements = colour, shape; principles = contrast, balance)
· Students will have to examine and analyze the presence of the above elements/principles in two of the masks that are displayed 


	b) Content for New Learning
(10 min)
Common elements/principles of design present in Haida masks
Historical use of the masks in Haida culture 
(5-10 min)

Safety Instructions
(120 min)

Mask Making

	c) Teaching/Learning Strategies for New Learning
Once the students return to their seats, they will discuss, as a class, the commonalities amoung the masks with regards to these elements (e.g. some of the masks are symmetrical (balance), many of the masks use warm colours etc.)

On the board, the teacher will create a chart and record all of the commonalities discussed by the class.

Teacher will ask the students: where do you think these masks would have been used in Haida culture?
· to frighten away evil spirits, ritualistically, to provide luck for a good hunt, to parties and celebrations to disguise themselves in order to be unidentifiable should one get into trouble, for story telling
· Students will be told to completely cover all hair around the hairline with a scarf or bandana
· Students will be instructed to apply a generous amount of Vaseline to their face, eyebrows and eyelashes. I will stress the importance of this because if enough Vaseline isn’t applied, hair will be ripped out when the mask dries and is removed.

· Students will be reminded that they can’t run around in any way and must be extremely careful in the classroom as they can trip on another student laying down having their mask being applied. Students also must be careful as water could potentially be spilled onto the floor

· Students will be reminded not to cover the nostrils so that they are able to breath easier (also for those students afraid of not being able to breath) 
· Students will be instructed to find a partner to make their mask with. 

· Students will be shown pictures of plaster of paris masks made by previous students

· Students will be reminded that the masks are 3 dimensional and should be symmetrical to resemble a human face

· Students will be asked to lay down newspaper in an area that allows them enough room to perform the task

· Students will have the option of covering their eyes and mouth. Students can leave holes for the eyes and mouth if they want

· Those students who are apprehensive about putting the plaster on their face, have the option to apply the strips to a blown up balloon instead in order to create a 3-D mask

· With the help of their partner, students will apply Vaseline to their face, making sure not to forget the eyebrows and eyelashes

· Once the Vaseline is applied, students will dip strips of plaster gauze into water and apply them to their partner’s face until it is covered completely

· Once the mask is dry, students will peel the mask off their partner’s face and put it on the back table to dry

· While students are waiting for masks to dry, they will be instructed to design their masks on paper using coloured pencils keeping in mind the elements/principles of design necessary to create a Haida mask 
· Once masks are dry enough, students will paint their masks according to their design

· Once paint is dry, students will be permitted to further decorate their masks using sequins, feather, pipe cleaners, fabric, etc.



	5. Consolidation of Learning (Check for Understanding)

	(2 min)
Ask students the following:
· What are some common elements of design present in Haida art that you will include in your mask?
· What are some common principles of design present in Haida art that you will include in your mask?
· What are some important safety considerations that you will take into account when making your mask?


	6. Application (What the students do at the end)

	(45 min)
· Students will design and paint their masks according to the Haida principles and elements of design discussed in class
· Students will hand in their finished mask along with the rough draft of their mask (completed on paper)
