	a) Content for Introduction/Motivation
Critique of Andy Warhol’s work with Marilyn Monroe
(10 minutes)
	a) Teaching/Learning Strategies for Introduction/Motivation
A picture of the famous Marilyn Monroe print by Andy Warhol displayed in the front of the class by a projector. 

-Ask students write a quick unscripted paragraph critiquing the picture. 
We want to know if you like or dislike the picture and why or why not?  You must use specific examples.  If you are talking about the color scheme, you must mention what colors are used, where they are used, and how they are used. 
What are some things you may want to mention in your critique? Things that stand out in the picture.
We are looking for points such as: 
· Color scheme

· The use of photographs not drawings/paintings/etc. 

· Repetition of photographs

As the children give suggestions I will write them on the board for the children to refer to while working. 

After 3-5 minutes children will have the opportunity to share their critiques if they wish.


	b) Content for New Learning
History of Andy Warhall, and silkscreen prints (the method used for the Marilyn Monroe piece)
How to create your own print using a variety of media and color. 
(The day before the children will choose from five different templates.  Once the child has decided which template they would like to use, the teacher will record the decision and photocopy four of the selected template per child.)

(15 minutes)

	b) Teaching/Learning Strategies for New Learning

A biography will be presented in power point and highlight some information about Andy Warhol.  
Students will be shown a series of Warhol’s creations, focussing on the fact that he used many different types of medium  such a magazines illustrations, comic books, record albums or advertising campaigns to create his art.  A focus will be place on the period in 1962 when he made silkscreen prints of celebrities such as Marilyn Monroe and Elizabeth Taylor

Warhol’s creation of  mass productions of portraits of celebrities will be talked about.

“Warhol was very popular as an artist: More than 2000 people attended his memorial!”

Teaching points:
Today we are going to create our own version of Andy Warhol’s work based on the cartoon template you chose yesterday. 

We are going to use a variety of medium, but we are going to put a few twists on the original.  

First, rather than using photographs we are going to use the templates of popular cartoons. You are going to glue each 8.5x11 template into each of the four quadrants on your bristol board. 


In Warhol’s piece he used the same few colours in each photograph; the difference was how much of each colour was in each picture. For example in the first picture the background is pink and her eyes are blue.  In the second picture the background is blue and her eyes are pink.  Each picture used the same ‘ingredients’ just in different portions.  
Think of baking.  Someone tell me what they think the ingredients are for chocolate chip cookies.  (Students will probably come up with ideas such as chocolate, flour, butter, eggs, and sugar.) What would happen if we changed the portions of a few of the ingredients? The cookies would change a lot if we had 10 chocolate chips compared to 10 000 chocolate chips. So would its colour and appearance. Teacher can use this as an example to show students the differences in colour proportion and size.
We are going to use the same colours in each of the pictures, but we want the four templates to look as different as possible!! 

You are going to pick your colours, whichever colours you like as long as you use the same four in each picture. 

The fun part is the choice you have in which materials you will use.  With one template you may choose to paint, while in another you may choose to colour.  

Your options are painting, colouring with markers or pencil crayons, chalk, pastel, and construction paper.  

The only rule is that you must use the same medium in one square and you cannot reuse that same medium in another square. 

If you choose paint, your first template must be done entirely with paint.  If your second template is done with pastel, the entire template is done with pastel. 

Does everyone understand the challenge? We want to use four different mediums; a different medium in each template, however we want each template to use the same five colours. 

When planning your materials write directly on your bristol board, underneath your template which medium you will be using.  Each picture should be glued in the middle of the section with enough room to write a word on the bottom. 
Teacher will demonstrate to the class using the four premade Mickey Mouse templates where each should be placed on the bristol board.  The bristol board will be taped to the front board so the children can see where the four templates are placed.
You should only have one medium at your desk at a time.  For example you will only have paint OR construction paper at your desk; not both!  When you are done with your materials return them to the back desk so other students may use them.  
Since we all sit in groups of two anyways you and the person sitting beside you should grab two different materials.  This way you can share the materials between the two of you and return them when you are done. 

One person from each pair will come up and grab their supplies, when your partner comes back and you see which medium they have chosen you will then go up and pick a different medium.  
Teacher will now show students the templates they can choose from and students will have a couple minutes to decide and tell the teacher which template they are using. Teacher will make four photocopies of each template for each student for application phase tomorrow.

· Are you using the same or different colors for every picture? (same colors in different proportions, different areas)

· How should the pictures vary?  How will you make them look different? 
· Someone tell me three facts about Andy Warhol.

	6.  Application 40 min

	· The hook, the content for new learning, the consolidation phase, and the choosing of templates will all occur in the first 40 mintues 

· Children will be allotted 50 minutes to work on their art
