	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
The students have already covered and should be familiar with sculptures.  Students have had practice and experience creating sculptures and are familiar with the materials that are going to be used.  Students should also have brought with them a toilet/paper towel roll (if not extras are available under teachers desk).


	b) Learning Environment:
· Classroom 131

· Students sit at tables in their groups (seating plan is on the clipboard attached to the right side of the teachers desk)

· Large group learning situation

· Students will have two class periods to complete this assignment

· Whiteboard markers and erasers are at the whiteboard located at the front of the room

· Phone is located at the door if there are any problems

· During class discussion, teacher is at the whiteboard writing down student responses

· Continually taking anecdotal notes about each student while observing

	a) Teaching Strategies (8 min)
Read aloud pages from  “Totem Poles” to class (located on teachers desk)
Pages 3,4, 6-7, 14-15, 28-29


	b) Establishing the Learning
Introduce Totem Poles
Define totem pole
(a totem is a special symbol that holds meaning for a group of people, in some cultures totems are believed to have magical powers and tells a story)
Introduce crests
Define crests
(A crest is a decorative picture or symbol that tells something about a family. They are used to show family histories)
Hand out information sheets

	a) Teaching Strategies

                                                                         (Step 1-2 approx 5min)
Step 1: Ask the students, “What is a totem pole?”
Step 2: Define a totem pole to the students. Write it on the black/white board for all the students to see.
                                                                         (Step 3-4 approx 5 min)
Step 3: Explain to students that each totem pole is made up of numerous crests.
Step 4: Define Crests to the students and write it on the black/whiteboard.

                                                                        (Step 5-7 approx 7 min)
Step 5: Hand out copies of crests to each student (copies are located on teachers desk in the art folder)

Step 6: Review the information sheets as a class talking about a few of the crests that are depicted and their meanings.

Step 7: Ask the students, “Why would you chose this crest? What does it mean to you?”




	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning: (5 min)
Ask the students, “Which totem or crest best represents you, your family?”


	c) Application / Reaction: 
Day 1 (30 min)

The students will then complete the following application:

1. Each student will take out their toilet/paper towel roll (extras can be given to students that forgot).

2. Students will them look through their information sheet handed out to them during the lesson and pick certain crests that represent them.

3. Students will them gather the materials set-out at the front of the classroom (art buffet) and the appropriate tools and resources that they are going to use.

4. Make sure students are aware that they must complete at least 3 crests on their totem poles and that they are presenting them at the end of next class, therefore, they need to indicate and write down how each crests represents them and why they chose it.
5. Students will them begin to construct their totem poles using the plasticine and toilet paper rolls.
6. Send the students to task.

Once 25 minutes has passed:

7. Have the students start to clean up.
8. Students can store their work at the back of the classroom for tomorrow.

Day 2 (60 min)
1. Students will have 40 minutes to complete their totem poles.
2. All materials are out and students can start as soon as they arrive to class.

Once 35 min has passed:

3. Students will be asked to clean up quickly.

4. Students will now present their totem poles to the class (quick 2 minute presentations) identifying the crests they have chosen and why.

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Overall Expectations

Observe and Record – When the students are working individually on their totem poles, I will listen/discuss with the students their choices of crests. Are the students able to explain why they have chosen a specific crest for their totem pole?   I will take notes in my observation notebook (located in the back of the classroom near the sink -labelled) of the students who are participating in the lesson, who understand the concepts and those students who are having difficulty.

Responses and Presentations – When students are presenting their totem poles to the class I will be marking their responses and totem poles out of 10 marks.  Four marks will be awarded for their oral response as to why they chose their specific crests.  Did they put thought into it? Can they explain why they chose each crest? How do it relate to them and their life?
Totem Poles – The remainder 6 marks out of 10 will be dedicated to the construction of a totem pole.  Did the students follow the instructions properly?  Did they have at least 3 totems on their pole? Are they similar to the crest provided? Are they representative of the historical period?  Do they reflect the examples provided and style indicated in the overheads and handouts?
A final mark of ten will be recorded in my mark book (located on desk).  Students will have an opportunity to view their mark one at a time at the beginning of next class.
