	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
· Students are familiar with the elements and principles of design.
· Students have created two dimensional works of art in previous years.

· Students are familiar with the process of painting and know the rules and operations of setting up and cleaning up.

· Students have experimented with the colour wheel and understand that black and white are used to create shades and tints respectively 


	b) Learning Environment:
Adjustments:
· Students’ desks will be organised into groups of four – groups have been previously assigned (see below)

· At the front of the class, there will be a table set up with all the necessary supplies 
· Teacher will have the key for supply room as well as a lesson plan, copies of two Picasso paintings (see attachments A and B), and two pre-made exemplars (see attachments C and D).



	c) Resources:
For Lesson:

· Two pre-made exemplars (again, see attachment C and D)
· Copies of two Picasso paintings (The Tragedy, The Head of Marie-Therese)

· Have posters of elements and principles of design posted on the bulletin board for student reference
For Application:
· One large and one small paintbrush for each student (20 students in total)

· One piece of white card stock paper for each student

· One paint tray per student (20)

· Each student is to have one margarine lid to mix their own paint (20)

· Various paint colours. All groups will have access to each of the primary colours (blue, yellow, red), plus black and white (at least – further colours will depend on school supply).
· Pencils, erasers, rulers, scissors (students have these supplies in desk, if necessary there are extras on resources shelves in the back of the classroom)
· Lined paper for reflection 
· Leave wet artwork on desks overnight to dry

	a) Introduction
Hook – Two Picasso paintings: “The Tragedy” 1903 (blue period), “The Head of Marie-Therese” 1938 (cubism). 

	a) Teaching Strategies
CLASS 1

(5 MINUTES)
Hold up “The Tragedy” for all students to see.   Ask:

· Put your hand up if you recognize this painting or style.
· What do you think of this painting?

· What feelings or ideas does it convey? 

· How does it do this? (prompt elements and principles of design)

Hold up “The Head of Marie-Therese”.   Ask:

· Put your hand up if you recognize this painting or style.
· What do you think of this painting?

· What feelings or ideas does it convey? 

· How does it do this? (prompt elements and principles of design)

	a) Teaching Strategies

CLASS 1

(2 MINUTES)
-give a brief introduction to Picasso i.e. time period, Spanish
-tell students that Picasso’s career had numerous characteristic periods of style

(5-7 MINUTES)

-introduce Blue Period (1900-1904)

- used tints and shades of blue to portray melancholic style
-one central object of focus

-only uses shades and tints of blue created by adding black or white to a neutral blue hue
Show students portrait exemplar of a blue period painting

Point out that only blue, black & white are used

Comment on the mood conveyed by the painting

(5 -7 MINUTES)

- introduce Cubism (1908-1917) 

- collaboration between Picasso & another artist:  George Braque

- believed to have roots in African Tribal Art
- considered most radical change in art in the 20th century

-one central object of focus

-distorted image by mixing up the location and orientation of central object’s parts (eg. an eye where the chin should be on a face)
Show students pig exemplar of a cubist period painting

Point out that the cut shapes must be linear (draw linear forms in chalk on blackboard for further clarification) Note: There are no curvy, rounded or puzzle-piece type shapes.

CLASS 2
(5-7 MINUTES)

Recall how in the previous class two Picasso paintings (The Tragedy & The Head of Marie-Therese) as well as two teacher-made exemplars (portrait & pig) were created using two unique styles: Cubist and Blue Period. Recall discussion regarding how both elements and principles of design contributed to the artworks ability to convey feelings and ideas.

Ask:

· Can someone give me an example of one element that corresponds with one of these pictures? How/why?

· Can someone give me an example of one principle that corresponds with one of these pictures? How/why?

(2 MINUTES)
Inform students that once they have completed their work of art, they will write a short reflection that clearly explains how (at least) two elements AND (at least) two principles of design contribute to their artwork’s ability to convey feelings and ideas. NOTE: Give students grading breakdown (see assessment section)!

	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning:
CLASS 1

(5-7 MINUTES)
Hold up two Picasso paintings from beginning of class (The Tragedy & The Head of Marie-Therese). 

Ask students:

· Can you tell which painting comes from Picasso’s Cubist period and which comes from the Blue Period?
Now, focus on ONE PAINTING AT A TIME. Ask:

· What elements of style are evident in this painting & period?

(Refer to posters on bulletin board for definitions and examples of elements of design)
· What principles of design are evident in this painting & period? 

 (Refer to posters on bulletin board for definitions and examples of principles of design)

Note: students can discuss any of the principles and elements of design, the important thing is for them to be able to explain and justify their opinions!
CLASS 2
(2 MINUTES)

Ask Students:
· How many principles of design will you define and apply to your work of art? (TWO)
· How many elements? (TWO)
· What will your reflections include? (discussion of how these elements and principles contribute to artwork’s ability to convey feelings and ideas)


	c) Application / Reaction:                                                                               
CLASS 1
(Instructions:  5 MINUTES
                                                    Work Time: REMAINDER OF CLASS 1 & DURATION OF CLASS 2)
Inform students that they will each have the opportunity to complete one Picasso-style painting. They must choose between the Cubist and Blue Period styles.

Note: Have copies of Picasso paintings and teacher-created exemplars visible on the board for student reference.

Instructions
ALL STUDENTS: must choose one central object that will be the primary focus of their work. They will first draw the object on 8.5 x 11 cardstock paper (must use heavier paper that will withstand painting). Once this is complete they will paint the object and background.
CUBISM:  Students can paint using a variety of colours. Once painting is dry, students will cut their painting into linear shapes. Remind students that they can only use linear shapes. 

BLUE PERIOD: Students will paint their object and background using only blue, white and black.  Entire painting should be created using various tints and shades of blue. 
Students will have the remainder of CLASS 1 and the majority of time in CLASS 2 to complete their artwork. If/when students finish their paintings there will also be a written reflection that they can work on (Note: this assignment will be explained to all students in CLASS 2, however if an individual student finishes painting early in CLASS 1, teacher can conference with this student and help him/her get started on written reflection). At the end of CLASS 1, all students’ work should be placed on the drying rack at the back of the class.
CLASS 2
(REMAINDER OF CLASS 2 – After Painting is Completed. 

Finish for Homework if Necessary)

Students will write a reflection of their artwork, noting how two (or more) elements and two (or more) principles help their piece communicate feelings and convey ideas.  This will be graded.

Produce two-dimensional works of art (i.e. a painting) 

Assess each student’s ability to grasp the concept of EITHER cubist or blue period art (Picasso). Teacher will assess this ability by viewing each students’ completed, two-dimensional painting that was created in EITHER cubist or blue period style.  Students will be given a mark out of five. This grade will not be based on the artistic merit of the piece, but rather on students’ ability to apply the instruction and “rules” of the period to their own artwork (eg. blue period art only uses blue, black and white paint; cubist art is cut into linear shapes and distorted).

Explain how the effective use of at least two elements and at least two principles of design contribute to an art work’s ability to communicate feelings and convey ideas.

Students will be given a grade out of 10 based on their ability to effectively communicate how two (or more) elements and two (or more) principles of design contribute to their artwork’s ability to communicate feelings and convey ideas.

The specific break down of these ten marks will be as follows:

· FOUR marks for correctly defining two elements and two principles of design that they feel are particularly relevant to the artistic style they have chosen (cubist or blue period) and their created artwork in particular
· FOUR marks for appropriately explaining how these two elements and two principles of design contribute to their art work’s ability to communicate feelings and convey ideas.
· TWO marks will be allocated for the organization and clarity of their arguments/ideas.
