	Time: 40 minutes x 3 (120 min)


	2. Expectations 

      The Grade 8 learners will:

	a) Expectations: 
-Students will explain their preference for specific art works, with reference to the artist’s use of the principles of design and their understanding of the ideas and feelings expressed in the work (e.g. Colville’s use of sombre colours and informal balance in Horse and Train conveys a strong sense of impending disaster.) 

-Produce two- and three-dimensional works of art that communicate a range of thoughts, feelings, and experiences for specific purposes and to specific audiences


	3. Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
-Class of students with varying abilities in art
-Students have an understanding of the principles of design (emphasis, rhythm, balance, unity, variety, proportion) 

	b) Learning Environment:
-The classroom will be set up regularly with the students sitting quietly at their desks following recess.

-The classroom is set up in 5 table groups with 5 students at each.

-There will be 5 groups of 5, so the students will be working with their regular groups that they sit with.

-Students will work in groups of 3 or 4 within their immediate sitting area.

	c) Resources:
-Horse and Train exemplar 
-Modelling material (Plasticine) in a variety of colours

-Wire and cutters

-Wood for base (30cm x 60cm x 2cm)

-Popsicle sticks, toothpicks
-Paint, paint brushes (large and small), sponges, water can, water, palettes 
-Samples of a variety of paintings
-Laptop, projector, Internet access

	4. Content

	· Introduction to Alex Colville and his painting Horse and Train
· Introduction to other artists and their work. 

· Free standing sculpture (sculpture in the round)

· Modelled Sculpture process: created by pushing/pulling materials (e.g. clay plasticine) into a new form
· Homework: students will decide what painting they will be using to create their 2D and 3D model and  bring in materials from home that they will need to use


	5. Teaching / Learning Strategies

	a) Teacher’s Role
1) Introducing the Activity
· The teacher will introduce the topic of Alex Colville and Horse and Train and discuss the use of sombre colours and informal balance to convey a strong sense of impending disaster
· “What colours does Colville use in this painting?”

· “Why do you think the artist chose these colours?”

· “When are dark colours generally used? What do they portray?”

· “How does the artist convey a sense of perspective? How big are the horse and the train in this model? How is depth portrayed? 
2) Consolidation of Learning (Check for understanding / student review)
· I will show another picture to the students to review how colour or the other elements of design are used to create an atmosphere within the picture.
· Review aspects of sculpture with the class. “What are free standing sculptures?” “What is the modelled sculpture process?” “How can other materials be used to create a 3 dimensional work of art?”

	b) Student Routines and Procedures (What the students do after the instructions and a review)
Day 1: 
Students will be shown Alex Colville’s painting Horse and Train. I will discuss the artist’s use of colours, perspective and depth in the painting.

Students will be shown the 2D/3D model of our interpretation of this painting. We will discuss how I created a 3D model from a painting. Students will be organized in their table groups. 

Students will use the computers in the lab to research paintings. I will write a few websites on the board to help guide the students along. Students will find one painting they each enjoy and will print it off in the lab on a coloured printer to use in tomorrow’s class to transform into a 3D piece of art utilizing sculpture. The students will meet with their groups to choose one painting they will use. 
Students will be instructed to gather any extra materials they may need to create their model. 
Day 2: 
I will quickly discuss the free standing sculpture process (sculpture in the round) and the modelled sculpture process (created by pushing/pulling materials (clay plasticine) into a new form).
I will show the exemplar to the class again and go over the expectations of the assignment. I will hand out the rubric to the class to look over. 
Students will be given the remainder of the period to work on their art. 
Day 3: 
Students will be given the period to work on their group models. Students must complete the artwork during this period. 
Students who finish early will be given a chance to use materials within the room to create another sculpture.
