	1. Expectations 

      The Grade   9    learners will:

	a) Expectations:

· explain how artistic intentions are expressed in specific examples of historical and student artworks (e.g., the Group of Seven)
· demonstrate appropriate selection of tools, materials, processes, and technologies for use in their art production
· complete studio projects in fine art and applied design using the creative process



	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
· Students must have demonstrated multiple techniques using tempera paint
· Students are familiar with painting strategies

· Students are familiar with the clean-up process (15 minutes before end of class)

· Students were asked to bring a picture of their favourite outdoor scene.



	b) Learning Environment:
· Two rows of doubled up long tables.  

· Screen for presentation pulled down at the front of the classroom

· Paint, paper and paint brushes located in the front right corner upper cupboards

· Mixing palettes, cans, sponges, and spatula are located in the front right corner lower cupboards

· Bristol board is located in the rear right corner upper cupboards
· Sinks are located on the right hand side of the classroom.  Used for clean up.

· Smocks are located in a bin stored on the right hand filling cabinet.


	c) Resources:
· Group of Seven exemplar posted on the front left poster board
· Bristol board taken out and placed on the front table
· Paint setup in the middle of the long tables

· Paint brushes, mixing palettes, cans, sponges, and spatulas are taken out and placed on the front table.

· Laptop plugged into the overhead projector
· PowerPoint presentation started

· Group of Seven books displayed on the front table.

	4. Strategies

	a) Introduction
Hook: Getting the students thinking of scenic settings that mean something to them.

	a) Teaching Strategies
Ask the students:

“Who here is an outdoorsy person?”

“Why do you like the outdoors so much?”

“Does anyone have a favourite place outdoors that they like to go to?”

	b) Establishing the Learning
Day 1 (80 mins)
Introduction to the Group of Seven
Examples of works from the Group of Seven
Assignment
Clean up

	a) Teaching Strategies

Tell the students the following:

“There was a group of Canadians in the early 1900’s that had the same feeling about the outdoors as what you just described here in class.  They loved it so much that they decided to paint their favourite scenes.  This group of people called themselves The Group of Seven. This group was composed of the following people:

J.E.H. MacDonald, Lawren Harris, A.Y. Jackson, Arthur Lismer, Franklin Carmichael, F.H. Varley and Frank Johnston”

Start a Power Point presentation ready to show the students a few of the paintings from the Group of Seven.
Tell the students:

“Here are a few examples of some of the paintings done by this group.  These are realistic examples of what the artists may have seen or may be their version of what they envisioned seeing.”

“As you can see, these painters have different styles. ”  

As the slides are being displayed, describe the style used by the artist that painted it.

Introduce assignment and have students take out their pictures.  If some students do not have their picture, remind them to bring one for the next class.
15 minutes before the end of class, start clean up.
Remind the students that they should have already chosen a painting from the Group of Seven and started writing their expository composition.  They should also have a picture of their favourite outdoor scene and should start to create their own paint representation.

15 minutes before the end of class, start clean up.

Remind the students that they should be working on their painting using techniques from the Group of Seven.   Painting should be finished by the end of this class time.
15 minutes before the end of class, start clean up.




	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning:
Ask the students:
“Name three names of people in the Group of Seven?”

“Name a few different styles of painting used by this group?”

“If you were to create a painting that was inspired by the Group of Seven, what scenery would you choose, and what styles would you use?”


	c) Application / Reaction:
Students will choose an artwork from the Group of Seven from the books displayed on the front table.  They must write an expository composition explaining why they chose this art work and the strategies used by the artist to express their intention.
They must then choose one of the following:

Choose their favourite outdoor scene (either a picture of a real place or from the idea file) and produce a painted representation using the strategies used by the member of the Group of Seven.

	5. Assessment

	Students are assessed using a Rubric. Components in the rubric will include expectations covered in this lesson.
