	3. Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· Students are capable of describing how the elements of design are used to create the area of emphasis (focal point) in a work of art.

·  Students have experience producing two and three dimensional works of art that communicate a range of thoughts, feelings, and experiences for specific purposes and to specific audiences.
·  Students are familiar with planning their works of art, the main idea they wish to communicate, and the artistic decisions they have made to support that message.

	b) Learning Environment:
· Students will be in the grade 9 classroom in their assigned seats. 

· Students will be working independently throughout the lesson.

· The noise level within the classroom will be low to moderate because the activity will require a certain degree of concentration and attention to detail.



	c) Resources:
· Laptop computer

· Data projector

· Projector Screen

· Paper and pencil

· Handout – Hieroglyphs
· Plaster of Paris mix – mixing tool, palettes, mixing trays, water cans

	5. Teaching/Learning Strategies 

	a) Content for Introduction/Motivation
(10 minutes)
Brainstorm: What comes to mind when you think of ancient Egypt?
Examples of ancient Egyptian artwork and hieroglyphs
Hieroglyphs Website

	a) Teaching/Learning Strategies for Introduction/Motivation
Draw a concept map (ie. a bubble map) on the chalkboard with “Ancient Egypt” written in the centre bubble.  Ask students: What comes to mind when you think of ancient Egypt?  As students offer various ideas, write these around the centre bubble.  Expected answers include pyramids, mummies, tombs, the Great Sphinx, writing on a wall, hieroglyphs, etc.

Using a laptop computer and a data projector, project various images of ancient Egyptian artwork and hieroglyphs
· If no one mentioned hieroglyphs during brainstorming, point to hieroglyphs and ask: Does anyone remember ever seeing these before?  What are they called?
Bring up the following website: http://www.upennmuseum.com/hieroglyphsreal.cgi/ 

· Explain that by typing in your name, you can find out how to write your own name in hieroglyphs

· Ask for a few volunteers who are curious to know how they would have written their name in ancient Egyptian times (stress that everyone will get a chance to discover how their name would be written in hieroglyphs, as it will be required for the application part of the lesson)



	b) Content for New Learning
(15 - 20 minutes)
More examples of ancient Egyptian artwork and hieroglyphs
The Funerary Scene

- Death as a temporary interruption
- Importance of religious beliefs

- Belief in the afterlife

- Prized possessions of the deceased person and their connection to the afterlife


	b) Teaching/Learning Strategies for New Learning
Project various images of ancient Egyptian artwork and hieroglyphs.

Ask students to take a look at the images and ask them the following questions:
· Did you notice any similarities amongst the various images? If so, what were they?
· What did you notice with respect to colour?  Lines?  The actual content of the images?
Point out some of the objects portrayed in the images and ask students to answer the following question:
· Why do you think such objects would have been included in these images?  Do the different objects have any significance?

Project image of a Funerary Scene and use rote to explain the following practices and concepts:
· What you are looking at is a funerary scene depicting ancient Egyptian funeral practices.
· The Egyptians believed that death was a temporary interruption in life, rather than an ending.  Because the entire Egyptian civilization was based on religion, this type of belief was very important to the Egyptians. 
· If the deceased person led a righteous life, it was believed that this person would enjoy an afterlife (it was for this reason that you see some of the objects depicted in the funerary scene).
· Some of these objects were considered to be the prized possessions of the deceased person.
· Given what I have told you, can anyone guess why these objects would have been part of someone’s funeral? (Because the deceased person wanted to have access to these items in the afterlife).
· If you have ever heard of tomb raiders or grave robbers, perhaps you can see some of the motives behind that type of activity (since valuables and prized possessions were often buried with the deceased).


	5. Consolidation of Learning (5 minutes)

	· Ask students: If you were an Egyptian in ancient times, what are some of things you would want buried with you? 
· If students are struggling to come up with responses, prompt them by asking what their interests are and what objects are associated with those interests. 


	6. Application (40 - 45 minutes)

	· Students will draw their design on a piece of paper that has been measured to the size of their plaster  mould (measure the meat tray/shoe box onto a piece of paper so that the students can draw their pictures to scale)

· Draw a typical ancient Egyptian person as portrayed in ancient Egyptian artwork (example is also on the handout)
· Personalize it with items they would find to be a necessity in the afterlife

· Using the handout of hieroglyphs, write their full names, top to bottom and right to left (see example)

· Apply ancient Egyptian design 

· Mix plaster of paris, poor into moulds and let sit overnight (no thicker than an inch).

· Once dry, take the plaster out of the mould and lay it smooth side up on the table. The bottom of the mould now becomes the top (the smooth part).  Students will then lay their drawings over top of the plaster of paris and using a small, round-tipped object (ex. A mechanical pencil without the lead) they will trace overtop of the pencil marks so an indent appears on the plaster below.

· Students will then take a thin, sharp object (knife, pencil, paper clip, carving tool) and carve out the detail into their plaster

· When completed, students will use a water-based paint and paint their sculpture – students can paint in the line-carvings of their work
· Let dry

STUDENTS MUST:

· Include aspects of ancient Egyptian art (Ex. Use Egyptian elements of style such as clothing, 2-dimensional with sideways poses)

· Include 3 items (can be modern) in their Egyptian carving that they would want to have in the afterlife.

· Include their full name in the proper Egyptian format (up-down and right to left) using hieroglyphs.  Also, Egyptian symbols of significance can be incorporated if space permits.

· Show their design on paper to the teacher before carving.


	7. Assessment/Evaluation

	· Student art work will be evaluated using a rubric. The rubric will be presented to the class prior to the lesson. (see attached rubric)
· Students will be asked if they have any questions regarding the rubric and the allocation of marks before they begin working.
