	a) Teaching Strategies [5 min]
Video clip from the movie The Mummy. 
1.  Can someone please tell the class what a hieroglyphic is? 

[A hieroglyphic is a pictorial language used by ancient Egyptians.  It uses pictures from animals and items from their daily lives to represent words.]

2. What examples did you see in the clip? 

[Hieroglyphics on the tombs behind the actor]

	a) Teaching Strategies [15 min]
Tell students:  what hieroglyphics are and what hieroglyphics were used for.  
[A hieroglyphic is a series of pictures or images that depict words or letters.]

[Hieroglyphics weren’t used for everyday language; they were used as the written language for the Egyptian leaders.]  

Discuss with the students some aspects of Egyptian history, including the meaning of a pharaoh [king and ruler in Egypt; they were thought of as living ‘gods’], and who Ramses was [b 1303 BC; was the most powerful pharaoh in Egyptian history]. 

Using the poster, explain to students the meanings of some of the symbols.  These are explained on a handout, which is attached and which each student will receive. 
Explain to the students what a cartouche is. 

[A cartouche is the nameplate of the Pharaoh.  It is a carving or a drawing of hieroglyphics.]  

Show our model of the cartouche. 

Ask students to point out any of the symbols on the model.  
Explain:  these were culturally-significant symbols for Egyptians at the time. 

Tell students:  “Your assignment is to pick symbols that are culturally relevant for you, and use those symbols to represent each letter in your name.  Each student will have unique symbols, BUT each student must make a legend, which demonstrates what each symbol represents. 

Remind students of where the materials are, and tell that if they have any questions, we will be there to answer them.  
  


	4. Strategies (continued)

	b) Consolidation of Learning: [5 min]
Review of hieroglyphic, cartouche, Egyptian culture, and symbols. 

	c) Application / Reaction:  [50 min]
Students will each create a cartouche using the resources provided at their tables and at the art buffet.
