	Topic: Jackson Pollock – Splatter Painting    
	Time: 40 minutes


	2.  Expectation(s) 

      The Kindergarten student will:

	· Show skill in painting
· Use a variety of tools and materials in creating art works or making presentations
· Identify feelings evoked by art forms



	3.  Pre-assessment

	a) Students:
· The Kindergarten class
· The Kindergarten class has studied how colours can relate to personal feelings
· The Kindergarten class has also worked with paint during the school year, through activity centres and personal reflection times
· We have discussed the concept of texture as well, how it can transform a painting
· Students have been taught the proper painting procedure: put smock on, use clean water, proper clean up of art supplies, etc.
· Lastly, we have discussed how to be respectful to other people’s work and how to positively comment on the piece of work
· There are 20 students in our classroom,  ten boys and ten girls


	b) Learning Environment:
Part One:
· Inside environment
· Students will sit on the carpet with the teacher
· Television and DVD player
Part Two

· Outside environment
· On cement open area outside Kindergarten door
· Large drop sheet on cement 
· 5 group stations:  each station will have one large piece of white Bristol board, variety of painting tools and paint, 5 smocks, and one water can
· 5 large pieces of white paper on drop sheet


	c) Resources:
· Television and DVD player
· Movie clip – Pollock (2000) directed by Ed Harris  
· 5 large pieces of white Bristol board
· 2 large drop sheets
· Variety of painting tools (5 each) – paint brushes (large and small), slurpy straw, feathers, twigs, tooth brush, sponge
· 20 smocks
· 5 water cans, half filled with clean water
· Variety of paint colours at each station (5 stations).  Colours include – red, blue, yellow

	4.   Teaching/Learning Strategies (The How)

	a) Content for Introduction/Motivation
       (5 minutes)
Art examples by teacher
Movie clip – Pollock (2000) 
Movie clip of a Pollock art piece


	a) Teaching/Learning Strategies for Introduction/Motivation
· The students will join the teacher on the carpet.
· The teacher will introduce the new art technique (art example) for this art lesson and the artist that will influence their own art piece.

· Students will watch a brief clip of Pollock (2000) to visualize how Jackson Pollock conducted splatter painting.

	b) Content for New Learning
       (10 minutes)
Discussion

	b) Teaching/Learning Strategies for New Learning

· The students will remain on the carpet with the teacher.
· The teacher will discuss, with the class, how Pollock painted his masterpieces.  
· Questions to ask students: How do you feel about Jackson Pollock’s paintings?  What do you feel when you look at certain paintings? (point to a couple of the examples)
· The teacher will review with the students what texture is and how it can be used when painting.
· The teacher will also review how colours evoke feelings.


	5.  Consolidation of Learning (Check for understanding.)

	(5 Minutes)
· The teacher will call upon a few students to ask for clarification of thoughts.  What is texture?  How does an artist create texture in their paintings?  Can colours portray a feeling?  What colours would you use if you were feeling sad?  Angry?  Happy?  Excited?  Etc.
· The teacher will go over what is expected of the students.  They will be lining up to go outside to their large painting stations.  Four students per station (groups of students arranged by teacher ahead of time)

· When they arrive outside, they are only to stand by their station.  Students are not allowed to touch the painting tools until everyone is outside and is under teacher supervision for the activity.


	6.  Application

	(20 minutes)

· The Kindergarten class will work on their splatter paintings, each of the four students per station participating in the painting process.
· After 15 minutes of painting, the students will be asked to collect their painting tools and to place them in the water bucket to be taken inside.  One group member is to carry the water can and one group member is to bring in their painting from outside.



	7. Assessment/Evaluation

	The assessment of this art lesson will be taken up the following school day to allow time for their paintings to dry.  On the following school day the teacher will assess each groups painting by question and answer.  Each group will present their painting to the class and discuss what they were feeling while painting their art work.  The teacher will mark their observations on a chart for each student.
